An ordinance appropriating $553,970 ($518,970 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION AND A $35,000 INTRAFUND TRANSFER FROM THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION) for the SECOND YEAR OF A FIVE YEAR 21ST CENTURY COMMUNITY LEARNING CENTER GRANT IN ORDER TO PROVIDE AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAMS AT JACKSONVILLE HEIGHTS ELEMENTARY SCHOOL, RAMONA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL, AND WINDY HILL ELEMENTARY SCHOOL, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-087; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3. 
Purpose.  
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to utilize the second year of a five year 21st Century Community Learning Center Grant from the Florida Department of Education to provide afterschool programs at Jacksonville Heights Elementary School, Ramona Elementary School, and Windy Hill Elementary School. The grant period is from August 1, 2015, through July 31, 2016, and the funds are awarded and appropriated annually. The grant was approved on Schedule M of the Budget Ordinance, Ordinance 2015-466-E, but since the actual grant is less than ten percent (10%) of the approved amount, City Council approval is required. The initial year did not require a cash match, but a match is required in subsequent grant years.  
Section 3.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the grant requires that the programs be up and running within 30 days of the start of school or the date the award letter is issued.
