
FINANCE COMMITTEE SECOND AMENDMENT

The Finance Committee offers the following second amendment to substitute for File No. 2015-519:
(1) On page 1, line 22, after “PROPERTY OWNERS;)” insert “CREATE A NEW SECTION 122.430.1 (PROHIBITED SALE OF PROPERTY TO CERTAIN ENTITIES);”

(2) On page 2, line 16, strike “and”;

(3) On page 2, line 17, after “Property Owners)” insert “; and creating a new Section 122.430.1 (Prohibited Sale of Property to Certain Entities)”;

(4) On page 11, line 7 ½, insert the following:


“Sec. 122.430.1. Prohibited Sale of Property to Certain Entities. Surplus property sold pursuant to this Subpart B shall not be transferred or conveyed to any person, entity or organization, including, but not limited to, a for profit or non-profit corporation, partnership, limited liability company, joint venture, business trust, or consortium (collectively, “Entity”) if one or more of the following conditions exist at the time of the property transfer or conveyance by the City:  (1) The Entity is in noncompliance with a donation agreement executed by the Entity pursuant to Chapter 122, Subpart F; (2) The Entity is on the Council Auditor’s noncompliance list pursuant to Chapter 118, or the Vendor Debarment List pursuant to Chapter 126, Ordinance Code; (3) The Entity is in noncompliance with a City agreement to which the Entity is a party; (4) The Entity is delinquent on taxes or the payment of liens, including code enforcement or nuisance liens, on real property owned by the Entity and such taxes or liens incurred after the Entity took ownership of the real property; and (5) The Entity is in noncompliance with the conditions or requirements of a City grant award or program. Surplus property under this Subpart B shall not be transferred or conveyed to an Entity until the Entity is in compliance with this section. An Entity shall have thirty (30) days from the bid award or selection date to comply with this section.  If an Entity fails to comply with this section within such time period, the subject property shall first be offered to the next highest bidder, and if such bidder declines, then resold pursuant to this Subpart B.”
(5) On page 16, strike lines 17 – 18 in their entirety and insert to following:

“submit a response to a Request for Proposal, submit a Project Proposal, or, as to a CHDO only, receive a property donation award during the CHDO Donation Period pursuant to this section, if one or more of the”; 
(6) On page 16, line 30, strike “and”;

(7) On page 17, line 1, after “enforcement” insert “or nuisance”;

(8) On page 17, line 4, after “property” strike “.” and insert “; and”;

(9) On page 17, line 4½, insert the following:

 “(v) The Entity is in noncompliance with the conditions or requirements of a City grant award or program.”;

(10) On page 29, line 8½, insert the following: 

“(f) Prohibited Sale of Property to Certain Entities. Surplus property sold pursuant to this Subpart F, Section 122.467 shall not be transferred or conveyed to any person, entity or organization, including, but not limited to, a for profit or non-profit corporation, partnership, limited liability company, joint venture, business trust, or consortium (collectively, “Entity”) if one or more of the following conditions exist at the time of the property transfer or conveyance by the City:  (1) The Entity is in noncompliance with a donation agreement executed by the Entity pursuant to Chapter 122, Subpart F; (2) The Entity is on the Council Auditor’s noncompliance list pursuant to Chapter 118, or the Vendor Debarment List pursuant to Chapter 126, Ordinance Code; (3) The Entity is in noncompliance with a City agreement to which the Entity is a party; (4) The Entity is delinquent on taxes or the payment of liens, including code enforcement or nuisance liens, on real property owned by the Entity and such taxes or liens incurred after the Entity took ownership of the real property; and (5) The Entity is in noncompliance with the conditions or requirements of a City grant award or program. Surplus property under this Subpart F, Section 122.467 shall not be transferred or conveyed to an Entity until the Entity is in compliance with this section.  An Entity shall have thirty (30) days from the bid award or selection date to comply with this section.  If an Entity fails to comply with this section within such time period, the subject property shall first be offered to the next highest bidder, and if such bidder declines, then resold pursuant to this Section 122.467.”; 

(11) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
