RCDPHS COMMITTEE FIRST AMENDMENT

The Recreation, Community Development, Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following first amendment to substitute for File No. 2015-519:
(1) On page 12, strike lines 18-21 in their entirety and insert “(d)
“Annual Donation Period” means the annual period commencing on the day immediately following the last day of the CHDO Donation Period and ending 240 days thereafter.”;

(2) On page 12, line 21 ½, insert new Subsections (e) and (f) to read as follows: 

“(e) “CHDO” or “Community Housing Development Organization” means a nonprofit 501(c)(3) organization meeting the minimum requirements of 24 C.F.R. § 92, as amended, and certified by the Housing Division as a CHDO in accordance with the City’s annual CHDO certification process.
(f)
“CHDO Donation Period” means the period commencing on the date that the Council resolution adopting the Affordable Housing Inventory List becomes effective and ending thirty (30) days thereafter.”;
(3) Renumbering the remaining Subsections of Section 122.462 accordingly;

(4) On page 12, line 25, after “entity,” insert “CHDO,”;
(5) On page 15, line 25, strike “and”;

(6) On page 15, line 29, strike “Subpart F.” and insert “Subpart F; and

(6) not be a property of insufficient size, shape and character to be issued a building permit as described under Section 122.430.”;
(7) On page 16, strike lines 9-15 in their entirety and insert the following:

“
Sec. 122.464.   Disposition of Property by Donation; Priority Donations to Community Housing Development Organizations.  Prior to the donation of properties to Entities during the Annual Donation Period, and during the CHDO Donation Period only, an eligible active CHDO may make a written property donation request to the Housing Chief for no more than five (5) properties contained on the Affordable Housing Inventory List.  All such CHDO requested properties shall be located within the respective CHDO’s designated service area.  For purposes of this section, a “CHDO designated service area” shall mean the designated service area assigned to the CHDO during the City’s annual CHDO certification process.  Additionally, a CHDO donation request must contain at a minimum the information required in Sections 122.464(c)(3)-(6) herein and any other additional information as may be requested by the Housing Chief.  The Housing Chief may, within ten (10) days receipt thereof, submit the donation request to PSEC for review.  PSEC shall have thirty (30) days following receipt of a donation request, to review and make a recommendation regarding the same, subject to approval by the Mayor.  If the Mayor approves such PSEC recommendation, the City shall enter into a donation agreement with the CHDO in the form prescribed in Section 122.464(e).  A CHDO may make multiple donation requests pursuant to this section so long as the maximum number of properties to be awarded to a CHDO under this section does not exceed five (5) properties and the CHDO is not an ineligible Entity under subsection (a) below. If during the CHDO Donation Period more than one eligible CHDO submits a donation request to the Housing Chief for the same property, such CHDOs shall be evaluated, scored and awarded property donations in a manner substantially similar to the competitive procedures set forth in Section 122.466. All properties on the Affordable Housing Inventory List that have not been requested by or awarded to a CHDO under this section shall be made available to Entities during the Annual Donation Period.  Upon the expiration of the CHDO Donation Period, and prior to the sale of properties on the Affordable Housing Inventory List under Section 122.467, the City may make property donation awards to eligible Entities during the Annual Donation Period pursuant to the donation procedures and requirements set forth in subsections (a)-(e) below.”;

(8) On page 16, strike lines 17 – 18 in their entirety and insert to following:

“submit a response to a Request for Proposal, submit a Project Proposal, or, as to a CHDO only, receive a property donation award during the CHDO Donation Period pursuant to this section, if one or more of the”; 
(9) On page 17, line 14, after “Corporations” insert “, as applicable”;

(10) On page 19, line 2, after “Donation Procedures” insert “Except for property donations to CHDOs during the CHDO Donation Period,”;

(11) On page 19, strike lines 24-29 in their entirety and insert the following: 

“(iv) A requirement that the Entity execute and provide to the City for recording in the public records of Duval County a ten (10) year land use restriction on the property requiring that the property be owner-occupied as a primary residence and used for affordable housing purposes.  Such land use restriction shall also contain a covenant prohibiting the Entity’s transfer or conveyance of the property prior to the Entity’s completion of the Project.”; 

(12) On page 20, strike lines 17 – 22 in their entirety and insert to following:

“(viii)
The City’s right, at its option, to either: (1) re-enter and take possession of the property if the Entity fails to comply with the terms of the donation agreement; or (2) invoice the Entity for the then current assessed value of the property as shown on the tax rolls (the “Purchase Price”).  Upon an election by the City to re-enter and take possession of the property, the Entity shall be required to convey the property to the City at no cost.  Upon an election by the City to invoice the Entity for the Purchase Price, the Entity shall have thirty (30) days from receipt of the invoice to pay the same.  Interest shall accrue on the unpaid Purchase Price after said period at the maximum rate allowed by law.  The unpaid Purchase Price, together with interest, costs and attorneys’ fees required to collect the same shall be a lien against the property;”;
(13) On page 21, line 1, strike “and” and insert “(xi) A provision prohibiting the Entity’s transfer or conveyance of the property until such time that the Project has been completed; and”;
(14) On page 21, line 2, strike “(xi)” and insert “(xii)”;
(15) On page 21, strike line 16 in its entirety and insert the following: “(i)
A description of the scope of services, which shall include a requirement that the Entity project plans and specifications meet the minimum construction and specification requirements approved by  the Housing Division for affordable housing; and”
(16) On page 23, strike lines 23 and 24 in their entirety and insert the following: “(v)
A description of the Project, including conceptual design, plans and specifications, which plans and specifications shall meet the minimum construction and specification requirements approved by  the Housing Division for affordable housing;”
(17) On page 26, line 30, after “the” insert “CHDO Donation Period and”;
(18) On page 28, lines 17 and 18, strike “property use and maintenance restrictions that” and insert “covenants and restrictions: (1) the property will be used as part of an existing homestead or owned and occupied as a primary residence; and (2)”;

(19) On page 28, line 19, strike “and”; 

(20) On page 28, line 20, strike “or leased”;

(21) On page 29, line 22, strike “Exhibit 2” and insert “Revised Exhibit 2,”;

(22) Remove Exhibit 2 and replace with Revised Exhibit 2, attached hereto, which attaches the updated Affordable Housing Inventory List; 
(23) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
