WHEREAS, Provident Church Ministries, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 0.82(  of an acre located in Council District 5 at 2133 Wishart Street and 2146 Martin Street between Philips Highway and San Diego Plaza (R.E. No(s) 130337-0000, 130345-0000, 130335-0000 and 130382-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, dated March 15, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Office (CO) and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Office (CO) and Commercial Community/General-2 (CCG-2) Districts to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described and shown in the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and dated March 15, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and dated March 15, 2015, for the Wishart/Jerida PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a daycare and private school as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Provident Church Ministries, Inc., and is legally described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2.  The agent is Camika S. Jedrido, Mission Academy, 3344 Hunt Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32254; (904) 5669238.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject, hereafter referred to as the “Property,” is legally described on Exhibit 1. The
property is identified under Real Estate Numbers 130335-0000, 130337-0000, 130345-
0000, 130382-0000 of the Duval County Tax Assessor’s map. The property is titled in the
name of Provident Church Ministries, Inc. The property contains .82 acres +- and is
located at 2133 Wishart Street, Jacksonville Florida 32207 between Phillips Highway and
San Diego Plaza. The proposed PUD if approved would allow a total of 50 students’
school grades between a child care facility and private school K-12% to be added to the
property. In addition to existing class rooms and buildings, a modular would also be used
in the vacant lot on the east side of the church. The church daycare and school is aimed at
attracting students both in the immediate neighborhood and outside of the neighborhood.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project
will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community. The design and
layout of the PUD accomplishes the following:

. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with existing

vegetation and existing TOPO;

. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development costs;
. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area;

. Supports the preservation of property values by providing needed services and support
