A RESOLUTION HONORING THE WORKING MEN AND WOMEN OF JACKSONVILLE FOR THEIR CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE GROWTH, PROSPERITY AND WELL-BEING OF OUR CITY AND COUNTRY ON LABOR DAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 2015; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
whether in our classrooms, hospitals, factories, retail outlets, restaurants, police departments or fire stations; whether on our military bases, roadways or docks; whether in transportation, business or civil service, the working men and women of Jacksonville are a relentless and powerful force that sustain our city and nation; and
WHEREAS,
first celebrated in the early 1880s by labor unions and then established as a federal holiday in 1894 by President Grover Cleveland in 1894, Labor Day is an annual celebration that  pays tribute to the American labor movement and honors the economic achievements of our workers; and

WHEREAS,
labor has historically been a significant component of Jacksonville’s history  and hard working men and women and their families have always been an integral thread in the fabric of our society; and
WHEREAS,
in the vanguard of the American labor movement was Jacksonville’s native son, A. Philip Randolph, who organized a number of labor union organizations in the early 20th Century, most notably the Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters; Mr.  Randolph consistently advocated and pressed for 
better, fairer working conditions for American workers; and

WHEREAS,
Labor Day provides our country and our city a distinct opportunity to observe and celebrate the many achievements of working Americans who have contributed to our nation’s prosperity and otherwise helped build the United States of America by the fruits of their labor; we particularly recognize the working men and women of Jacksonville who greatly enhance the quality of life in our city; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby honor the working men and women of Jacksonville and extend our heartfelt gratitude for their contributions to the growth, prosperity and well-being of our city and country on this Labor Day, September 7, 2015.
