Bill Summary: The ordinance concerns a continuation grant; it appropriates $513,270.30 ($498,656.00 in Federal Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) Program funding and $14,614.30 in realigned funds) to provide emergency shelters and transitional housing for homeless persons, as initiated by B.T. 15-091; it provides a carryover of funds from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating State or Federal program grant.
Background Information: The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding for emergency shelters and transitional housing for homeless persons.  The ESG programs provide homeless persons with basic shelter and essential case management support services.
