Dear Mayor Brown,

I am pleased to inform you of your jurisdiction’s Fiscal Year (FY) 2015, allocations for the
Office of Community Planning and Development’s (CPD) formula programs, which provide
funding for housing, community and economic development activities, and assistance for low and
moderate-income persons and special populations across the country. President Obama signed

Public Law 113-235 on December 16, 2014, which includes FY 2015 funding for these programs.
Your junsdiction’s FY 2015 available amounts are:

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) $5,573,644
HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) $2,080,431
Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) $2,466,397
Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) $498 656

This letter highhights several important points related to these programs. First, Secretary
Julidn Castro is commiitted to making HUD the “Department of Opportunity” and is establishing a
number of initiatives intended to achieve that goal. 1n 2015, we are celebrating the 50" anniversary
of the Department’s establishment and these initiatives will build on HUD's mission to promote
homeownership, support community development, and increase access to affordable housing free
from discrimination. The Department looks forward to working with grantees on these key goals
and urges you to review the entire plan at: http://portal hud.gov/hudportal/HUD?src=/hudvision

Second, HUD recommends that grantees effectively plan and implement programs that
leverage these critical Federal financial resources to achieve the greatest possible return for the
communities and individuals they are intended to assist. If you would like assistance from CPD in
redesigning, prioritizing or targeting your programs, cither you or the head of the agency that
administers your program may request technical assistance through your local CPD Director.

Third, HUD urges grantees to consider using CDBG funds, to the extent possible, to support
investments in predevelopment activities for infrastructure and public facilities activities. A
Presidential Memorandum (http:/www.whitehouse.gov/the-press-office/2015/01/16/presidential-
memorandum-expanding-federal-support-predevelopment-activit) issued January 16, 2015,
instructed federal agencies to expand support for predevelopment activities and HUD will be
sending CDBG grantees a separate letter detailing this initiative and outlining key predevelopment

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principles.

Fourth, HUD encourages grantees to use funds from all CPD programs to work towards the
goals of Opening Doors: Federal Strategic Plan to Prevent and End Homelessness. Specifically,
with the increase in the FY 2015 ESG allocation nationally, HUD expects that communities will
allocate as much of their ESG funds for Rapid Re-housing activities as possible, to end
homelessness for mare individuals and families living on the streets and in shelters.

Finally, the Integrated Disbursement and Information System (IDIS), which is HUD’s
financial and data system for managing these formula programs, will no longer commit and disburse
grant funds on a first-in first-out (FIFO) basis beginning with the FY 2015 grants. Going forward,
FY 2015 and future grants will be committed and disbursed on a grant specific basis and HUD will
provide further guidance on this change in the near future,

The Office of Community Planning and Development looks forward to working with you in
partnership to successfully meet the challenges we face. Please contact your local CPD office if you

Other non-profits organizations meeting the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may become eligible for
funding after successfully completing the CHDO certification process.

The aforementioned agencies are eligible for funding based upon documented need in an aggregate amount not to exceed

5104,021.00. Other non-profits organizations meeting the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may become eligible for
funding after successfully completing the CHDO certification process.

Note 1:

The H2H Program targets qualified applicants whose income is 80% or less of the area median income (“AMI”) for Jacksonville. The
H2H Program offers financial assistance up to $15,000, to provide down payment and closing cost assistance to eligible
families/individuals who are interested in buying a home. An additional $5,000 may be awarded if homes are purchased in targeted
neighborhoods. All applicants are required to provide $500 of their own funds towards the down payment. Families/individuals, who
do not currently own a home and who will reside in the home as their primary residence, who meet household income criteria will
be eligible for assistance, pending funding availability. The program provides the homebuyer a choice of eligible properties including
single-family residences, townhouses, patio homes and condominiums. The homeownership interest of applicant/participants must
be free from any encumbrances and restrictions that would impair the marketability of the title, other than HOME Program
restrictions on resale detailed in the mortgages. Those properties acquired must meet all ocal building and zoning, rehabilitation,

and cost effective energy standards.
