An ordinance APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT FOR THE OPERATION AND MANAGEMENT OF HEMMING PLAZA BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND 13-JAX, INC., D/B/A/ FRIENDS OF HEMMING PARK, A FLORIDA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION; REQUESTING ONE-CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  
First Amendment to Contract for the Operation and Management of Hemming Plaza approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the First Amendment to Contract for the Operation and Management of Hemming Plaza (the “First Amendment”) between the City of Jacksonville (the “City’) and 13-JAX, Inc., d/b/a Friends of Hemming Park, a Florida non-profit corporation (“FOHP”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and incorporated herein by this reference. The First Amendment amends the Performance Standard #1 set forth on Exhibit A of the Contract by including all revenues raised by FOHP (e.g., private donations, concessionaire fees, advertising fee, and event license fees) in the funding amounts required to be raised by FOHP in Performance Standard #1.             
Section 2.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested to enable FOHP to continue performing the services under the Contract.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO
CONTRACT FOR THE OPERATION OF HEMMING PLAZA

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT FOR THE OPERATION OF HEMMING
PLAZA (“First Amendment™) is entered into this _ day of ,, 2015 (“Effective
Date”), between CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a consolidated municipal corporation and political
subdivision of the State of Florida (“City”), and 13-JAX, INC., d/b/a FRIENDS OF
HEMMING PARK, a Florida non-profit corporation (“FOHP™).

BACKGROUND FACTS

A. City and FOHP entered into that certain Contract for the Operation of Hemming
Plaza dated September I, 2014 (the “Contracr’), and approved by City Council via Ordinance
2015-156-E, for services relating to the operation and management of Hemming Plaza in

downtown Jacksonville: and

B. City and FOHP desire to amend the performance standards set forth on Exhibit A
of the Agreement as provided in this First Amendment.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual benefits each to flow to the
other, the parties covenant and agree as follows:

I Background Facts. The Background Facts as set forth above are agreed to be
true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Capitalized Terms. Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalized terms shall
have the meanings given to them in the Agreement.

3. Amendment to the Exhibit A (Scope of Work). Performance Standard #1 as set
forth on Exhibit A of the Agreement is amended to read as follows:

Performance Standard #1. FOHP will raise private-donations revenues.
which _shall include without limitation., all _private donations,
concessionaire fees. advertising fees. and event license fees, to help fund
the Services in the following combined amounts during the following
periods listed below. Amounts raised in a previous period may be counted
towards successive periods. In-kind donations will not count towards
meeting this Performance Standard.

) 0 - 3 months after Effective Date $25,000
. 0 - 6 months after Effective Date $100,000
J 0 - 9 months afier Effective Date $200,000
. 0 - 12 months after Effective Date $250.000
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4. Authority. FOHP represents and warrants to City that FOHP has full right and
authority to execute and perform its obligations under the Agreement as amended by this First
Amendment, and FOHP and the person(s) signing this First Amendment on FOHP's behalf
represent and warrant to City that such person(s) are duly authorized to execute this First
Amendment on FOHP's behalf without further consent or approval by anyone. FOHP shall
deliver to City promptly upon request all documents reasonably requested by City to evidence
such authority.

3. Effectiveness; Ratification of the Agreement. This First Amendment shall be
effective as of the Effective Date. The provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and
effect except as expressly provided in this First Amendment.

6. Entire Agreement. This First Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties
regarding the modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a
writing executed by the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall
bind and benefit the parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns.

7. Counterpart Execution. . This First Amendment may be executed in a number of
identical counterparts, each of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which
constitute collectively one (1) agreement, but in making proof of this First Amendment, it shall
not be necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.
