Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $34,348.95 of insurance claim proceeds within the Medical Examiner’s budget to a professional services account to pay for contractual toxicological services to analyze toxicological samples that cannot be processed in-house due to equipment breakdowns. 
Background Information: In November 2013 the toxicological laboratory at the Medical Examiner’s office was damaged by flooding. The Medical Examiner received an insurance settlement to compensate for the damages, which previous Ordinance 2015-408 proposed to spend on equipment and operating supplies for the lab. That bill was recently withdrawn in order to introduce this revised ordinance to utilize the insurance funds to hire a contractor to process the pending backlog of samples needing to be analyzed due to equipment breakdowns in the toxicology lab.
