Bill Summary: The ordinance closes, abandons, and/or disclaims a portion of Carnegie Street, a 50 foot wide unopened and unimproved right-of-way, and a portion of St. Andrews Street North, a 50 foot wide unopened and unimproved right-of-way, both  established in Pasadena Park, Plat Book 9, page 46 of the public records of Duval County dated April 15, 1925, in Council District 10 near the intersection of Lane Avenue North and Beaver Street West, at the request of Efraim Estrada (the  “Applicant”), subject to reservation unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA of easements over the closed rights-of-way for ingress and egress for all utilities.
Background Information: The closure is requested to allow Applicant to consolidate his adjacent properties.  Applicant owns the property on both sides of the proposed closures.  The rights-of-way are unopened and unimproved.  The rights-of-ways contain infrastructure.  There are no objections to this request from state, municipal and utility agencies which may have interest in these rights-of-way.
