Bill Summary: This bill confirms the appointment of William E. Scheu as a member of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees, replacing Walter P. Bussells, for a partial term ending June 30, 2016.  Mr. Scheu’s prospective appointment effective date is October 1, 2015.
Background Information: The Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees is established pursuant to Article 22, Jacksonville Charter, as the sole entity responsible for administering the Pension Fund.  Sections 175.061 and 185.05, Florida Statutes, provide that two of the members of the board must be appointed by the legislative body of the municipality.  Section 22.02(a), Jacksonville Charter, provides that the trustees appointed by the City Council shall have at least 10 years of professional financial experience.
Mr. Scheu received a law degree from the University of Florida and is a member of the law firm of Rogers Towers.  He has previously served on the Retirement Reform Task Force, the Library Board of Trustees, the Mayor’s Commission on Children & Youth, the Downtown Development Authority, the JIA Area Redevelopment Agency Board and as interim Supervisor of Elections.  Mr. Scheu resides in the Riverside area within Council District #14.
