BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Appointment of William  E. Scheu.  The Council hereby confirms the appointment of William E. Scheu, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees, replacing Walter P. Bussells, pursuant to Section 22.02, Jacksonville Charter, for a partial term to expire on June 30, 2016.

Section 2.

Prospective Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective October 1, 2015 due to a vacancy occurring by the resignation of the currently seated member effective September 30, 2015.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
