RESOLUTION 2015-577-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING MAYO CLINIC FLORIDA HOSPITAL IN JACKSONVILLE ON BEING NAMED THE BEST HOSPITAL IN THE JACKSONVILLE REGION AND ONE OF THE TOP FIFTY HOSPITALS IN THE NATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the world-renowned Mayo Clinic opened its initial Florida location on San Pablo Road in Jacksonville in 1985 after several years of persistent effort by the Davis family (of Winn Dixie fame) to attract the clinic to Florida; and


WHEREAS, the Mayo Clinic initially used St. Luke’s Hospital at Southpoint as its in-patient facility, but eventually determined to construct its own hospital on the Mayo campus to simplify and unify patient care and research activities in one location; and

WHEREAS, Mayo Clinic Hospital in Jacksonville opened it doors in 2008 to serve the in-patient needs of the clinic and currently has 304 beds where a team of nearly 5,000 doctors, nurses, researchers, administrators and support staff provide world-class care with the latest medical technology; and


WHEREAS, the Mayo Clinic and its Jacksonville hospital attracts patients from across the nation and around the world seeking the highest possible level of patient care informed by the latest cutting-edge research and utilizing the latest breakthroughs in medical technology, providing employment for thousands of Jacksonville area residents and an economic impact to the local economy of tens of millions of dollars per year, in addition to the priceless international prestige the facility brings to the City of Jacksonville; and 


WHEREAS, the Mayo Clinic Hospital was recently named by U.S. News and World Report magazine as the best hospital in the Jacksonville area in its 2015 Best Hospitals issue, and was cited one of the fifty best hospitals in the nation in the specialty areas of cancer treatment, gastroenterology and GI surgery, geriatrics, and neurology and neurosurgery; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Mayo Clinic Hospital in Jacksonville on being named by U.S. News and World Report magazine as the best hospital in the Jacksonville region and one of the fifty best hospitals in the nation in four different specialty care areas. The City commends the thousands of hard working employees at the Mayo Clinic for this great honor and extends its very best wishes for many more years of invaluable service to humankind through the cutting edge research and world class care provided at one of the city’s crown jewel facilities.
