RESOLUTION 2015-579-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE RESERVE OFFICERS UNIT OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
volunteering is a significant, invaluable component of a thriving City; Jacksonville has always been exceedingly fortunate in having citizens whose commitment to the arts, our schools, hospitals, libraries, fire and rescue, athletic associations and other endeavors has made ours a better City; volunteerism characterizes devoted, selfless citizens and leaders who give back to the community in meaningful, lasting ways; and

WHEREAS,
the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office is strengthened in its work and mission by having a Reserve Officers Unit to augment its ranks; the Reserve Officers are highly trained, skilled volunteer law enforcement professionals that lend assistance to the work of full-time JSO Officers who dedicate their lives to the safety and well-being of their fellow citizens

WHEREAS,
the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Reserve Officers Unit is a volunteer organization that performs vital law enforcement functions for the Sheriff’s Office and our communities; trained in the Police Academy, the Reserve Officers are qualified and eager to provide police service; in 2014, there were 100 Reserve Officers who contributed more than 34,414 hours of service, a contribution adding up to more than $2,020,688 based on a full-time officer’s hourly rate of pay, including benefits; and
WHEREAS,
community contributions by Reserve Officers include time volunteered for special events, recruiting events, charitable events, athletic events in neighborhood schools, Sheriff’s walks, as well as supplementing the staffing of police officers who patrol the streets of Jacksonville; Reserve Officers have assisted the Air Unit, Organized Crime Division, the Patrol Division and the Community Affairs Unit, Mobile Emergency Response Team, and Marine Operations Unit; and

WHEREAS,
because of their training and professionalism, the Reserve Officers Unit has become a highly valued integral component of the JSO; these are dedicated men and women who serve on a volunteer basis, often in harm’s way, and we commend them for all that they do for enhancing the quality of life in our great City; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council now hereby honors and commends the Reserve Officers Unit of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office for their outstanding service and extends its best wishes for continued success in the years ahead.
