WHEREAS, Faith United Methodist Church of Jackosnville, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 13.60(  acres located in Council District 5 at 4000 Spring Park Road between Shasta Drive and Fulton Avenue (R.E. No(s) 127888-0000, 127886-0000 and 127144-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated June 25, 2015 (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) and Planned Unit Development (PUD) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and

Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) and Planned Unit Development (PUD) Districts to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described and shown in the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and dated July 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and dated June 25, 2015, for the Faith United Methodist Church and School PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit church, school and day care uses as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Faith United Methodist Church of Jacksonville, Inc., and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is L. Charles Mann, Mann-Pellicer, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211; (904) 721-1546.

Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

L PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Faith United Methodist Church PUD consists of 13.6 acres of land located at 3924 and 4000
Spring Park Road, lying north of Fulton and south of Shasta, and between Spring Park Road and
Interstate 95. Current existing uses consist of sanctuary, fellowship hall and other church related
uses, parsonage and security residences, educational, classroom and library facilities, a
gymnasium, a small recreational vehicle park, playgrounds, ball fields, meeting buildings, offices,
parking, storage and maintenance buildings and related accessory uses. The property includes a
ravine area with free-flowing water many months of the year. A wooden pedestrian bridge crosses
the ravine to connect the two land areas. Most of the existing uses are located on the southern
portion of the site, with only ball fields, vacant areas and two small structures currently located on
the northern portion.

The current land use category is Low Density Residential (“LDR”). No change to this land use
category is requested.
