RESOLUTION 2015-613-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S INTENT TO ACHIEVE “BICYCLE FRIENDLY COMMUNITY” DESIGNATION BY THE LEAGUE OF AMERICAN BICYCLISTS BY DECEMBER 31, 2017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, bicycling plays an important role in the lives of multitudes of Jacksonville citizens by providing a practical, cost-effective means to travel to work, school, and parks, and is a popular form of recreation that promotes public health and wellness, air quality, reduced traffic congestion, and is an important part of encouraging all Jacksonville citizens to develop habits of physical activity; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has not yet been recognized by the League of American Bicyclists as a “Bicycle Friendly Community”; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is committed to reducing the number of fatalities and serious bodily injuries sustained by its citizens and visitors who ride bicycles; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is committed to educate and encourage motorists to share the roadways safely with its citizens who ride bicycles and to observe all traffic laws when interacting with citizens who ride bicycles, and is also committed to educate and encourage its citizens who ride bicycles to observe all traffic laws, develop safe bicycling skills, and share the roadways safely with motorists; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is committed to provide safe and convenient places for its citizens and visitors to ride bicycles and to provide enhanced bicycle transportation infrastructure which is integrated with other modes of travel; and

 WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is committed to increasing bicycle usage, including bicycle commuting, by its citizens, and intends to promote bicycling for transportation, health, and recreation, and to communicate the many benefits of bicycling to citizens and businesses; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville intends to enforce traffic laws to improve the safety and comfort of citizens who ride bicycles, intends to improve data collection necessary to monitor progress in its efforts to create a more bicycle-friendly community, and intends to ensure all city policies, plans, codes, and programs are updated and implemented to create a more bicycle-friendly community; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has funded the preparation and completion of an updated Bicycle Master Plan to replace its Bicycle Master Plan of 1999, which will recommend policies, programs, and projects to encourage bicycling as a practical, safe, enjoyable, non-polluting, and affordable mode of transportation; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby declares its intention to achieve “Bicycle Friendly Community” designation by the League of American Bicyclists by December 31, 2017.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
