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ORDINANCE 2015-637
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, THE CONVEYANCE TO CLAY ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE, INC. (“CLAY ELECTRIC”) OF A PERMANENT UTILITY EASEMENT WHICH CLAY ELECTRIC NEEDS TO PROVIDE AN ELECTRICAL DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR THE WASTE MANAGEMENT SITE AT TRAILRIDGE LANDFILL; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE RIGHT-OF-WAY EASEMENT AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO CONVEY THE PERMANENT UTILITY EASEMENT TO CLAY ELECTRIC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of permanent utility easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance to Clay Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“Clay Electric”) of a permanent utility easement. Clay Electric needs the permanent utility easement in order to provide an electrical distribution system for the Waste Management site at Trailridge Landfill. 

Section 2.

Execution of Right-of-Way Easement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Right-of-Way Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey the permanent utility easement to Clay Electric. The permanent utility easement is in Council District 12 and is more particularly delineated in the exhibits to the Right-of-Way Easement.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

in Consideration of one dollar and other good and valuable Considerations, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, do(es) hereby grant, bargain,
sell and convey to Clay Electric Cooperative, Inc., a Florida Corporation, of P.O. Box 308, Keystone Heights, Florida, 32656, herelnafter called the
Cooperative', its successors and assigns, a perpetual easement as described feet in width over, under, upon and across the lands and real
propenrty situate, lying and being in the County of Duval , State of Florida, more particularly described as follows:

A non-exclusive easement being thirty (30) feet in width for an electric distribution system and all associated facilities over, under, upon
and across a parcel of lands located in Section 30, Township 3 South, Range 23 East, Duval County, Florida, said lands being more
particularly described as Exhibit “A”, “A-1", “B", "B-1".

together with a perpetual easement over, under, upon and across ali streets, roads, alleys, easements and rights-of-way in any plat or subdivision of
which the above described property is a part, to the extent of Grantor's interest therein. The right to construct, rebuild, operate, and maintain electric lines
and systems on or under the above described lands; the right to inspect, repair, change, alter, improve, remove, and add to such facilities and systems as
the Cooperative deems advisable, including, by way of example, and not by way of limitation, the right to alter, modify, increase or decrease the number
and size of conduits, wires, voltage, poles, cables, down guys, transformers, transformer enclosures, regulators, and all necessarily related equipment,
the right to cut, trim, remove, and control the growth of trees, shrubberies, and other plants in the easement area by all means available, and not
prohibited by law, that may, in the judgement of the Cooperative, interfere with, threaten or endanger the operation and maintenance of the Cooperative's
facilities and systems; the right to keep the easement clear of all buildings, structures or other obstructions except citrus trees and low-growing shrubbery
that do not otherwise in the judgement of the Cooperative interfere with Cooperative's use of the easement and right-of-way; the right to license, permit,
or otherwise agree 1o the joint use or occupancy of the easement, facilities or system whether over land or under ground by other utilities, persons,
associations, or corporations, and the right to enter upon, cross, and use other lands of the Grantors to provide reasonable access to the easement
granted herein. Grantor agrees that all equipment, poies, wire, tacilities, and other tangible personal property, together with any other improvements to
the easement and right-of-way installed by or on behalf of the Cooperative, shall remain the sole and exclusive property of the Cooperative, and shall not
be subject to any interest or claim of Grantor. Grantor covenants with Grantee that he is lawfully seized of the land in fee simple, that he has good, right
and lawfu! authority to grant, bargain, sell, and convey the land and the interest herein conveyed. Grantor reserves the right to use the underlying fee for
farming, citrus grove, or pasture purposes, provided that such use shall not include the construction, placement or location of any structures in the
easement area, nor any use that would, in the judgement of the Cooperative, interfere with the Cooperative’s use and enjoyment of the sasement.
Grantor agrees that this right-of-way easement is perpetual and shall run with the land, and that any abandonment or interruption of the use of ‘the
easement and right-of-way shall not terminate or impair the interests hereby conveyed to the Cooperative.
