Bill Summary: This resolution supports Atlantic Beach, Florida’s quest for a Zip Code Boundary Review by the United States Postal Service to change the last line of the address from Atlantic Beach to Jacksonville for properties which are not within the City of Atlantic Beach, Florida.
Background Information: The current Zip Code system was created in 1960s and does not aligned with the municipal boundaries. Some citizens (Jacksonville residents) are concerned that they receive their mail from post office in Atlantic Beach, and their mailing address reflects the name and Zip Code of this post office rather the jurisdiction which they live. In addition, citizens are frustrated with the inability to receive police services in a timely manner through the City of Atlantic Beach and have to be referred to another jurisdiction.
