WHEREAS, Southwest Quadrant Joint Venture, the owner(s) of approximately 20.49(  acres located in Council District 11 on A. C. Skinner Parkway between J. Turner Butler Boulevard and Baymeadows Road (a portion of R.E. No(s) 147982-8820), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated August 19, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and subject to the revised written description, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and dated November 3, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and dated August 12, 2015, for the A. C. Skinner Parkway at Southside PUD, and the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated October 12, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department..   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family uses as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 20.49 acres of property from CCG-1 to PUD. The
parcel is located on the west side of Southside Boulevard, south of J. Turner Butler Boulevard.

The subject property is currently owned by Southwest Quadrant Joint Venture and SWQ
Holdings, Inc., and is more particularly described in the legal description attached as Exhibit 1 to
this application. The property has current land use and zoning designations of: CGC/CCG-1.
