Bill Summary: The ordinance closes, abandons and/or disclaims a portion of Byrnes Road, a sixty foot wide unopened and unimproved right-of-way at its intersection with Anniston Road, as established in Beach Road Farms, Plat Book 20, page 24, of the public records of Duval County, dated July 29, 1947, in Council District 4, at the joint request of Constellations Studies Group, LLC and 1956 Anniston Road LLC, the adjacent property owners, subject to reservation unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA of an easement over the closed right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities.
Background Information: The right-of-way us unopened and unimproved, but does contain subsurface and overhead JEA utilities.  An “all Utilities Easement” will be reserved over the closed right-of-way in the name of the City of Jacksonville and JEA.  There are no objections to this request from the State, municipal and utility agencies which may have interests in this right-of-way.  The City has no need, present or future, for the right-of-way.  The application is made jointly by Constellations Studies Group, LLC and 1956 Anniston Road LLC for the purpose of consolidating their adjacent properties.   The applicants own the property on both sides of the proposed closure.
