the Police Reserve Unit is a volunteer organization of over 100 members who have state certified training and assist with a wide range of law enforcement duties; those who knew and worked with Captain Blankinchip characterized him as a father-like figure who always remembered your name, looked you straight in the eye and set a remarkable example of dedication and leadership; and
WHEREAS,
Captain Blankinchip excelled in the private sector, as well; in 1962, he was hired by Volkswagen of America and retired in 1992 after 30 years; during those years, be became an entrepreneur when, along with two friends, he went into business forming the Florida Maintenance Company, a janitorial service;  and
