RESOLUTION 2015-678-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING BROTHER  CHARLIE MCCLENDON ON 42 YEARS OF FAITHFUL SERVICE AS SENIOR MINISTER THE NORTHSIDE CHURCH OF CHRIST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Brother Charlie McClendon began his preaching career in the mid-1960s while employed by the City of Jacksonville and served at churches on Jacksonville’s Westside and in Orange Park before being called as Senior Minister of the Northside Church of Christ in June 1973; and


WHEREAS, Brother McClendon’s preaching and charismatic leadership helped to quickly grow the church’s congregation and its active participation in addressing in the spiritual and socio-economic needs of its Northside community; and


WHEREAS, one of the church’s most visible and valuable ministries is Northside Community Involvement, Inc., a non-profit faith-based organization founded in 1978 that operates an early childhood development center and provides emergency transitional shelter, a children and families intervention program and boys mentoring program to serve the community’s needs; and 


WHEREAS, Brother McClendon is a well-known expert on personal evangelism and church growth, has conducted revivals workshops and training programs across the nation, has published a well-respected book on those subjects and is frequently called upon by fellow ministers for expert guidance and personal mentoring; and


WHEREAS, under Brother Charlie McClendon’s leadership the Northside Church of Christ has grown amazingly both physically and spiritually and has become a pillar of strength for the Northside community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Brother Charlie McClendon for 42 years of outstanding service as Senior Minister of the Northside Church of Christ and extends its very best wishes to him and his congregation for many more years of health, happiness and faith-filled service.
