RESOLUTION 2015-680
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING TRAUMAONE FLIGHT SERVICES ON ITS 30TH ANNIVERSARY OF SERVICE TO JACKSONVILLE AND THE NORTH FLORIDA/SOUTH GEORGIA REGION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, established in May 1985, two years after then-University Hospital opened the first level one trauma center in Florida, TraumaOne Flight Services is the aeromedical ambulance service of UF Health Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, TraumaOne Flight operates three helicopters provided by MedTrans Corporation with ranges of 150 nautical miles, based at Flagler Hospital in St. Augustine, Flying M Acres in Yulee and Lake City Gateway Airport in Lake City, which together have the ability to service all or parts of 27 counties in North Florida and 21 counties in South Georgia; and


WHEREAS, each TraumaOne flight crew consists of a pilot, flight nurse and flight paramedic who provide the highest level of emergency care while transporting severely injured patients and those suffering from strokes, poison exposures, cardiac emergencies or any number of other critical medical emergencies that would benefit from their rapid response and advanced pre-hospital critical care; and 


WHEREAS, UF Health Jacksonville’s TraumaOne Flight transports more than 1,000 patients per year, about half (the most serious cases) to UF Health’s level one trauma center (one of only seven in Florida) and half to the closest hospitals to the patients’ locations throughout the region that are equipped to provide the level of care needed for each individual case; and

WHEREAS, TraumaOne Flight Services is an invaluable resource to North Florida and South Georgia that dramatically increases the survival rate of persons suffering from life-threatening injuries and illnesses by applying state-of-the-art medical care within minutes of dispatch and throughout the transport process to an appropriate medical facility; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends UF Health Jacksonville’s TraumaOne Flight Services on 30 years of outstanding service to the citizens of North Florida and South Georgia, and extends its best wishes to the medical and flight crews for many more years of safe and successful medical transport in service to area residents and visitors in their time of extreme need.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
