“constructed.  Tarpaulin or other similar temporary coverings may be used to provide temporary weatherization of a structure for a time period not to exceed 30 days, except during times of a natural disaster as declared by any local, state or federal government or during an emergency as declared by the Chief. A tarpaulin that is used after a declared natural disaster or emergency shall be allowed to remain in place for a period not to exceed six months, if such tarpaulin is maintained in good condition. The Chief may approve one six-month extension upon a showing of good cause.”
(2) On page 8, strike lines 2-6, and insert the following:
“walls or interior portion of the building.  Tarpaulin or other similar temporary coverings may be used to provide temporary weatherization of a structure for a time period not to exceed 30 days, except during times of a natural disaster as declared by any local, state or federal government or during an emergency as declared by the Chief. A tarpaulin that is used after a declared natural disaster or emergency shall be allowed to remain in place for a period not to exceed six months, if such tarpaulin is maintained in good condition. The Chief may approve one six-month extension upon a showing of good cause.”

(3) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
