AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO PARKING RIGHTS AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE JESSE BALL DUPONT FUND FOR PARKING FOR THE FORMER HAYDON BURNS LIBRARY BUILDING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

First Amendment to Parking Rights Agreement approved and execution authorized.
There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the First Amendment to the Parking Rights Agreement between the City and the Jesse Ball DuPont Fund, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. Under the original Parking Rights Agreement, dated November 18, 2014, and approved by Ordinance 2014-437-E (the “Agreement”), the City provides parking for up to 200 vehicles at the Yates Building Garage at no cost for a period of five years, expiring March 21, 2020. At the current monthly rate of $50.00 per space per month, the total value of services provided by the Office of Public Parking is $600,000.00. The amended Agreement will provide an additional 50 spaces and extend the term of the Agreement to December 31, 2020. The additional spaces will accommodate new tenants in the former Haydon Burns Library building, such as YMCA, United way, Leadership Jacksonville, Hands On Jax, and the Speech/Hearing Clinic. Under the amended Agreement, the total value of services is $840,000.00 ($600,000.00 for the original 200 spaces for the original term, $90,000.00 for the original 200 spaces for the nine month extension to December 31, 2020, and $150,000.00 for the additional 50 spaces for the period from January 1, 2015, to December 31, 2020).

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO PARKING RIGHTS AGREEMENT

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT (this “Amendment”) is made as of this ____ day of

, 2015, by and among the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA (the “City”), a
municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Florida, and JBdF, Inc., a Florida
corporation, successor by conversion of JBdF, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (the

“Developer”).
RECITALS:

WHEREAS, City and Developer have previously entered into that certain Parking Rights
Agreement dated November 18, 2014 as authorized by City Ordinance 2014-437-E (the
“Agreement”) granting the Developer the right to use up to two hundred (200) parking spaces in
the Yates Building Garage (the “Facility”), as further set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement has not been amended previously and is in full force and
effect in accordance with its terms; and

WHEREAS, City and Developer desire to amend the Agreement by: (i) providing
Developer with an additional fifty (50) parking spaces, for a total of up to 250 parking spaces in
connection with the Agreement; (ii) extending the expiration date of the initial term of the
Agreement from March 31, 2020 to December 31, 2020; and (iii) granting Developer one (1),
five (5) year renewal option, with all other terms and conditions of said Agreement remaining in
full force and effect;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above premises and the mutual
obligations of the parties hereto, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are hereby incorporated
herein by this reference.

2. Duration of Agreement; Option to Renew. Paragraph 1 of the Agreement is
hereby revised to: (i) extend the expiration date of the Agreement from March 31, 2020 to
December 31, 2020; and (ii) grant the Developer an option to renew the Agreement for one (1),
five (5) year renewal term upon terms mutually agreed, and as amended shall read as follows:

“1. Duration of Agreement; Option to Renew. This Agreement shall have an initial
term of five (5) years, commencing April 1, 2015 and expiring on December 31, 2020.
Upon the mutual agreement of the parties, Developer shall have the right, upon sixty (60)
days prior written notice to City, to be exercised no earlier than six months from the
expiration date of this Agreement, to extend the term of this Agreement for one (1)
additional five (5) year period.”

3. Scope of Use Right. Paragraph 2 of the Agreement is hereby amended, in part, to
increase the number parking spaces available to Developer from 150 to 200, and as amended
shall read as follows:
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“2. Scope of Use Right. City will provide to the Developer, at a cost of $1.00 per
annum, parking for up to two hundred (200) vehicles, and an additional fifty (50) parking
vouchers (collectively, the “Reserved Parking”), for public parking by guests, tenants,
employees, invitees and designees of Developer and of the Building (collectively, the
“Users”). For purposes of clarity, City is granting access to the Facility and parking for
up to 250 vehicles; Developer shall not have rights to any specific parking spaces within
the Facility. Developer shall (a) not use the Reserved Parking for any purpose other than
for ingress and egress to and from the Reserved Parking and for parking automobiles in
the Reserved Parking; (b) not obstruct any entranceways, driveways, exits, or emergency
vehicle access areas located on the Facility; and (c) use its good faith, best efforts to
prevent any act from occurring on or about the Reserved Parking that constitutes a
nuisance or creates unpleasant or offensive noises or odors. In no event shall Developer
use the Reserved Parking for any use which violates any ordinance, statute, law or
regulation of any governmental body having jurisdictional authority over the Reserved
Spaces. The Users shall have the use of and access to the Reserved Spaces under the
same terms as other monthly and/or daily customers of the garage.”

SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended in this instrument, the provisions, terms
and conditions of said Agreement shall remain unchanged and shall continue in full force and
effect.
