AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE COUNCIL RULES; AMENDING CHAPTER 4 (PROCEDURES), TO ADD A NEW PART 13 (COMMUNICATIONS DURING CITY COUNCIL MEETINGS AND COMMITTEE MEETINGS), COUNCIL RULES, TO PROVIDE FOR A POLICY FOR PROHIBITING COUNCIL MEMBERS FROM RESPONDING TO  Electronically-DELIVERED WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS RELATED TO ANY MATTER PENDING ON THE MEETING AGENDA DURING cOUNCIL AND COUNCIL COMMITTEE MEETINGS AND REQUIRING CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS TO DISCLOSE ANY Electronically -delivered written COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVED DURING ANY COUNCIL OR COUNCIL COMMITTEE MEETING RELATED TO ANY MATTER ON THE MEETING AGENDA WITHIN 48 HOURS OF the end of such meeting; providing exemption; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Chapter 4 (Procedures), by adding a new Part 13 (Electronically-Delivered Written Communications during City Council and Committee Meetings), Council Rules.  

Part 13 (Electronically-Delivered Written Communications during City Council and Committee Meetings), Council Rules, is hereby created to read as follows:

CHAPTER 4. Procedures

PART 13. Electronically-Communications during City Council and Committee Meetings.

(1) During a Council and Council committee meeting, no Council Member shall reply to any electronically-delivered written communication from any person related to any matter pending on the agenda of that meeting.

(2) Any Council Member that receives any electronically-delivered written communication from any person on any matter that is an agenda item at that meeting during that same meeting shall be required to disclose the receipt of such communication and file the contents thereof with Legislative Services within forty eight (48) hours after the meeting when the written communication was received.
(3) (a) The provisions of this Part 13 do not apply to voice recordings such as voice mail.  (b) The provisions of this part do not apply to any communications automatically stored on any City device connected to the City server or any equivalent thereof, e.g., email delivered or sent from a City email.
