(6) On page 2, line 10½, insert the following WHEREAS provision:

“WHEREAS, the City Council believes that as a matter of efficiency, effectiveness and continuity it is in the best interest of the City to also allow the Mayor, Sheriff, Supervisor of Elections, Property Appraiser, Tax Collector and the Clerk of the Court to serve up to three consecutive four-year terms; and”;
(7) On page 2, lines 15-16, strike “Presidential Preference Primary Election to be held on March 15, 2016” and insert “Primary Election to be held on August 30, 2016 or the General Election to be held on November 8, 2016”;

(8) On page 2, lines 24-31, and page 3, lines 1-9, strike Section 2 in its entirety and insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:
“Section 2.
Charter Amended.  The Charter of the City of Jacksonville, as codified in chapter 92-341, Laws of Florida, as amended, is hereby amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE 5. THE COUNCIL

* * *

Sec. 5.041.  Limitation of Term of Office.   

No person elected for two three consecutive full terms as a member of the council shall be eligible for selection as a council member in the next succeeding term.  A council term ending on or prior to June 30, 1991, shall not be considered a consecutive term for purposes of this section. This section shall apply to incumbents on the effective date as well as all future council members.

ARTICLE 6. THE MAYOR
* * *
Sec. 6.01.  Qualifications and term of Office.
The mayor shall be a qualified elector of Duval County and a resident of Duval County, and shall have resided in and been a qualified elector of Duval County for at least 365 consecutive days immediately before the date on which he or she qualifies to run for the office of mayor. If he or she shall cease to possess any such qualifications during his or her term of office, he or she shall forthwith forfeit the office, and the council shall remove him or her therefrom. He or she shall be elected for a period of 4 years and shall assume office on the first day of July following his or her election and serve until his or her successor is elected and qualified. No mayor elected and qualified for two three consecutive terms shall be eligible for election as mayor in the next succeeding term. The mayor shall devote his or her entire time to the performance of the duties of his or her office and shall hold no other public office or public employment.

ARTICLE 8. THE SHERIFF
* * *
Sec. 8.04.  Two Three Term Limit.
No person elected and qualified for two three consecutive full terms as Sheriff shall be eligible for election as Sheriff for the next succeeding term. The two-term three-term limitation shall apply to any full term which began in 1992 or thereafter.

ARTICLE 9. THE SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS
* * *
Sec. 9.04.  Two Three Term Limit.
No person elected and qualified for two three consecutive full terms as Supervisor of Elections shall be eligible for election as Supervisor of Elections for the next succeeding term. The two-term three-term limitation shall apply to any full term which began in 1992 or thereafter.
* * *
ARTICLE 10. THE PROPERTY APPRAISER
* * *
Sec. 10.04.  Two Three Term Limit.
No person elected and qualified for two three consecutive full terms as Property Appraiser shall be eligible for election as Property Appraiser for the next succeeding term. The two-term three-term limitation shall apply to any full term which began in 1992 or thereafter.

ARTICLE 11. THE TAX COLLECTOR
* * *
Sec. 11.04.  Two Three Term Limit.
No person elected and qualified for two three consecutive full terms as Tax Collector shall be eligible for election as Tax Collector for the next succeeding term. The two-term three limitation shall apply to any full term which began in 1992 or thereafter.

ARTICLE 12. JUDICIARY
* * *
Sec. 12.11.  Two Three Term Limit.

No person elected and qualified for two three consecutive full terms as Clerk of the Court shall be eligible for election as Clerk of the Court for the next succeeding term. The two-term three-term limitation shall apply to any full term which began in 1992 or thereafter.
* * *”;
(9) On page 3, lines 12-13, strike “March 15, 2016, the 2016 Presidential Preference Primary Election” and insert “August 30, 2016, the 2016 Primary Election or November 8, 2016, the 2016 General Election”;

(10) On page 3, lines 14-15, strike “office of the City Council” and insert “the City of Jacksonville elected officials”;
(11) On page 5, lines 3-5, strike the ballot title in its entirety and insert the following:

“
“REFERENDUM AMENDING THE CHARTER TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM NUMBER OF CONSECUTIVE TERMS OF ELECTED OFFICIALS””;

(12) On page 5, line 9, strike “March 15, 2016, the 2016 Presidential Preference Primary” insert “August 30, 2016, the 2016 Primary Election or November 8, 2016, the 2016 General”;

(13) On page 5, lines 11- 17, strike the official ballot language in its entirety and insert the following:

“
"Should the Jacksonville Charter be amended to increase the maximum number of consecutive terms of incumbent and future council members, mayors, sheriffs, supervisors of elections, property appraisers, tax collectors and clerks of the court, from two (2) to three (3) consecutive four-year terms?"

(14) On page 5, line 17½, insert a new Section 7 to read as follows:

“Section 7.
Election Date.  If the Mayor has signed legislation for BJP sales tax extension referendum on or before June 23, 2016, Ordinance 2015-702-E shall be sent to the Supervisor of Elections to be placed on the ballot for the election to be held November 8, 2016, the 2016 General Election. If the Mayor does not sign the BJP sales tax extension referendum on or before June 23, 2016, Ordinance 2015-702-E shall be sent to the Supervisor of Elections to be placed on the ballot for the election to be held August 30, 2016, the 2016 Primary Election.”;
(15) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly; 

(16) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
