Section 1.

Resolution in Support of Installation of Two Hour Parking Signs. The City Council does hereby request and support the installation of the two (2) hour parking restriction signs by the Florida Department of Transportation in the existing parallel and angle parking areas on the southwest side of Beach Boulevard between Walton Street and Palmer Terrace along the locations on the even numbered side of the street addressed as 3100-3142 Beach Boulevard limiting parking to two (2) hours during the timeframe of 8:00 a.m.-6 p.m. Monday through Saturday.
