RESOLUTION 2015-706
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE MAIN LIBRARY ON LAURA STREET ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 10TH ANNIVERSARY OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Main Library on Laura Street opened November 12, 2005, with an estimated 10,000 people walking through its doors that day to see the largest public library in the state with five stories, 300,000 square feet and 770,000 books and other materials; and 

WHEREAS, the new structure replaced the Haydon Burns Library built in 1965, which had replaced the Jacksonville Free Public Library built in 1905, making the now 10-year-old Main Library a part of a 110-year tradition of service to downtown Jacksonville and the surrounding communities; and 


WHEREAS, the Main Library provides information resources to help people find jobs, start and grow businesses and manage personal finances, offers programs that benefit literacy and provides improved service through technological advances, all in support of the library’s goals of educational, economic and technological success; and
WHEREAS, the community supports its beautiful library, with nearly 678,000 people visiting the library last year and checking out materials more than 616,000 times, and with nearly 54,000 people attending 4,400 programs; and

WHEREAS, every day this library fulfills the Jacksonville Public Library’s mission to enrich lives, build community, and foster success by bringing people, information, and ideas together;  now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates the Main Library on the occasion of its 10th anniversary in its new location, and extends its best wishes to the staff and customers of the library for many more years of successful operations.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
