RESOLUTION 2015-710-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING GARY R. CHARTRAND FOR HIS OUTSTANDING ACHIEVEMENTS AS A CIVIC LEADER IN BUSINESS AND EDUCATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Jacksonville has always been fortunate in having outstanding citizens in the business, legal, and other professional fields who readily become civic leaders whose contributions to the City are widely recognized; and

WHEREAS,
Jacksonville has benefitted greatly by the leadership and generosity of Gary R. Chartrand in improving the quality of life in our City, particularly in educating our young; and

WHEREAS,
a graduate of the University of New Hampshire, Mr. Chartrand has become a successful businessman and a pillar of our community; he is the Executive Chairman of Acosta, a leading full-service sales and marketing agency that provides merchandising, marketing and promotional services to manufacturers in the consumer packaged goods industry; his company employs over 35,000 associates and operates 100 offices in the U.S. and Canada; and
WHEREAS,
Mr. Chartrand received the Ernst & Young Entrepreneur of the Year Award for the State of Florida in May 2001; from 2003 to 2009, Mr. Chartrand was recognized as one of the 50 most powerful leaders in the grocery industry by Supermarket News; and

WHEREAS,
Mr. Chartrand has been a leader in bringing educational opportunities to school children in Duval County; it has become his passion; in April 2007, he led the efforts in the community to bring Teach for America to Jacksonville; in June 2009, Mr. Chartrand and his wife, Nancy, made a significant pledge gift to KIPP of Jacksonville to bring the first KIPP (Knowledge Is Power Program) school to Florida; Governor Rick Scott recognized his passion for educating our young and appointed Gary Chartrand to the State Board of Education in 201l; and
WHEREAS,
currently, Mr. Chartrand serves on the Board of Directors for the Chartrand Foundation, the Tom Coughlin Jay Fund Foundation and the Jacksonville Public Education Fund; additionally, he is a trustee of City Year and KIPP schools in Jacksonville; Mr. Chartrand is actively involved in fundraising for the Wounded Warrior Project and is an enthusiastic supporter of  Catholic Charities, Guardian of Dreams Catholic schools and the Diocese of St. Augustine; he is the author of the book Unreasonable Leadership that focuses on achieving extraordinary results through a dynamic leadership style; Gary R. Chartrand’s contributions to Jacksonville, particularly in education, have been considerable and noteworthy and it is appropriate that we recognize, honor and commend  him for making ours an even better City;  now therefore
