Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation is to provide $266,210.07 in funding for the Library Enhancement Access Program (“LEAP”). LEAP will hire 4 full time and 1 part time individuals to provide literacy and educational programs in Health Zone 1. The classes include story time programs for parents and children to attend for a 9 week period; 9 week pre-GED classes for ages 18-24; and 9 week cycle of technology classes with a goal to increase digital literacy for teens and adults 16-24 to achieve academic success. A description of the LEAP program is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Oversight.
  The Mayor is requested to appoint the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee to oversee the program.

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Program Overview

The Jacksonville Public Library requests $266,210.07 in order to fund Project LEAP {Library Enhanced
Access Program), a program to provide literacy and educational programs for residents of Health Zone 1
in the center of Jacksonville (zip codes 32202, 32204, 32206, 32208, 32209, and 32254). It is an effort to
intensify efforts that are already taking place through the Jacksonville Public Library (JPL). The project
has these three primary components:

1. Storytime programs for parents and children to attend together over a nine-week period, with a
goal of habituating parents’ practice of behaviors known to increase early literacy in children
ages 0to 5.

2. Nine-week courses of pre- GED" classes for adults (target age: 18 to 24), with a goal of preparing
students to complete the GED test successfully.

3. Nine-week cycles of technology classes for teens and adults (target age: 16 to 24), with a goal of
increasing the digital literacy of these students in order to empower them to achieve
educational and economic success.

These classes will be taught primarily in locations off site from the six libraries in the region, in locations
of optimum convenience to community participants, and in conjunction with community partners. A
mobile computer lab (consisting of eight student laptops, one instructor laptop, and a data projector)
will be purchased to make possible hands-on digital literacy training at off-site locations. Also,
collections of age-appropriate books will be loaned to youth service providers (such as child care
centers) in selected locations throughout Health Zone 1. These “deposit collections” give children
greater exposure to the high-interest reading material that is a critical component of literacy growth.

Allimpacts of Project LEAP will be in addition to the efforts already taking place in Health Zone 1.

Our immediate goals are to increase digital and language literacy of individuals ages 0 to 24 in Health
Zone 1, as well as to help young adults succeed in passing the GED® test. A long-term goal is to help the
targeted population to be better able to achieve their educational and workforce goals by taking fuller
advantage of the wealth of educational, informational, and technological resources available to them
right in their own neighborhood library.

Why is This Program Needed?

The urban core’ crime problem in Jacksonville could be considered, at least in part, a literacy problem.
According to the National Institute for Literacy, “Low literacy levels show a strong correlation with
poverty, crime and unemployment.... The percentage of prisoners in the two lowest levels of reading
proficiency is 70%.7 Nationally, “78% of juvenile crime is committed by high school dropouts.”*

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Several demographic indicators from Jacksonville’s Health Zone 1 illustrate severe needs for attention in
three areas — crime, education & literacy, and poverty:

> Crime: In 2014, violent crime per 1,000 residents in Health Zone 1 was trip/e the rate of the
county as a whole (16 vs. 5)*

Income: Income per capita is only 60% of the county as a whole ($14,895 vs. $24,983)°
Graduation Rate: Twice as many adults have never attained a high school diploma compared to
the county as a whole (24% vs. 12%)

Student Performance: Of the 37 traditional DCPS schools in this area, over half, 19, received a
"D" or "F" rating in 2014.°

By increasing literacy levels in the urban core, Project LEAP can be one of many contributors to an
increase in graduation rates, jobs and income in families, and, most pertinent to the Jacksonville
Journey, a reduction in crime.

The Jacksonville Public Library has been serving this constituency for decades, predominantly through
services offered within our libraries that are located in this area (the Main Library and the Bradham-
Brooks, Dallas Graham, Brentwood, Eastside, and Westbrook branches — See Attachment B for more
information); however, residents living in this area are (in general) much less likely to take advantage of
programs and service offered inside libraries than those in other parts of Jacksonville. For example,
compared to most branches, where early literacy story time attendance routinely averages over 20,
JPUs urban core branches typically struggle to get three or four children to attend.

This community has a need for educational programs to be brought to them and an expansion of
outreach is exactly what Project LEAP is designed to do. We anticipate Project LEAP efforts driving new
customers to the neighborhood libraries, many of whom would have otherwise been unaware of all of
the programs and services offered. The timing will be fortuitous, assuming the City Council passes the
FY16 budget as proposed by the Finance Committee on September 21%. All library branches in Health
Zone 1 —Bradham-Brooks, Graham, Brentwood, Eastside, and Westbrook — will then be open six days
each week.

Project LEAP also complements the 2015/2016 Educational Success partnership with the Duval County
Public Schools, in which all 60,000 children in grades K-5 will receive a virtual Student Card. The Student
Card is intended to ensure to access to the library by eliminating the need for parent/guardian
signature, fines and fees, and enabling student access to the incredible resources available. In addition,
all K-2" grade classes will visit the library, while all 3-5™ grade classrooms will receive an instructional
visit by a library staff person during the school year. Awareness and promotion of this program will be
reinforced through the Project LEAP outreach efforts. Educational Success is a key focus area for the
Library.

Unit of Service: One (1) unit of service is defined as: one (1) session of Project LEAP programming for
one (1) participant (adult, teen or child). For example, a family of three (parent and two children)
participating in an early literacy class would equal three (3) units of service. If they attend all sessions of
an eight-week story time program, 24 units of service were delivered (3 x 8).

Time Period. These metrics are based on the assumption of a 12-month program beginning October 1. It
includes seven weeks at the beginning of the year for hiring and training of staff and for promotion of
the first cycle of programs. Targets will be pro-rated accordingly if approval comes later in the year.

Projected Program Capacity at 100%: The maximum number of participants per Project LEAP nine-

week course is 20, Adult Literacy; 16 to 20, Early Childhood Literacy (depending on capacity of the
rooms); and 8 to 12, Digital Literacy {depending on the capacity of rooms).
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Percentage (%) of Low-income Participants: Project LEAP uses the federal poverty/HUD guidelines.
Title 1 Duval County Public Schools offering Free and Reduced Lunch are located in each of the targeted
zip codes. Income status will be determined during the registration process.

The Jacksonville Public Library: Credentials of the Program Provider

The Jacksonville Public Library Project LEAP initiative provides essential literacy services that
complement rather than duplicate the services provided by other city agencies or community
organizations. The public library is the one existing anchor institution in Jacksonvilie that provides the
full spectrum of lifelong learning services and resources to the community at no charge.

A core service of the Jacksonville Public Library since its establishment in 1883 has been to foster literacy
and champion reading in the community. Our mission statement is “to enrich lives, build community
and foster success by bringing people, information, and ideas together.” The objectives of Project LEAP
fit perfectly into the three Focus Areas of our Strategic Plan: Educational Success, Economic Success, and
Technological Success.

Currently, JPL offers language and digital literacy programs and services every week in every one of our
21 libraries. Outreach programs are already a regular part of the routine of youth services staff. They
held 652 outreach programs for children or teens last year. All early literacy instructors have received
training from our staff Early Childhood Specialist who has a master's degree in early childhood
development. Our Center for Adult Learning, operating out of the Main Library and Bradham Brooks
Library, helps hundreds of participants each year to reach personal literacy goals, whether they be to be
able to read stories to their grandchildren, to pass the GED® Test or to be hired for a job.

In the 21* Century, digital literacy has become as critical as language literacy for success in functioning in
today’s society. JPL’s e-services division provides computer training throughout the system on a variety
of topics, from the most basic (e.g., how to use a mouse) to the advanced (e.g., coding skills, advanced
Excel). Almost 6,000 Jacksonville residents attended these classes last year.

As a department of City government, JPL is directly accountable to the citizens (and their
representatives) in a way that non-profit agencies are not. And, with a library collection of over 3 million
items, a wealth of online research resources, reference librarians ready and available to assist, and six
different facilities in the target area that will be open six days per week in FY 20165, IPL boasts
community assets that are unrivaled.

Finally, the Jacksonville Public Library is no stranger to Jacksonville Journey initiatives. JPL staff were at
the planning table when the Alternative to Truancy and Out of School Suspension (ATOSS) Centers were
developed under the Journey to monitor the activities of truant and suspended juveniles in a safe,
structured environment. From 2012 to present, the IPL teen department regularly has conducted
outreach with schools that serve at-risk and/or underprivileged youth such as the ATOSS (Alternative to
Out of School Suspension) Centers and Impact House (program for incarcerated teen boys).

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Inter-agency Efforts

The Project LEAP efforts will include working with community partners focused in the Health Zone 1 to
enhance and extend services at non-library locations, ensuring deep service connections, collaboration
and successful literacy impacts within the urban core communities which will connect back to library
services. The library has established relationships with many of these community organizations; and is
poised to expand and develop partnerships with agencies such as The Bridge of Northeast Florida, JCC,
Fresh Ministries, Boys & Girls Clubs, Impact Halfway House, FSCJ Early Childhood Education Program,
Community Connections, the Tony Boselli Foundation and the Police Athletic League.

Program Staffing and Other Costs

The cost of funding for Project LEAP is projected to be $262,210.07. The bulk of these funds will go to
add four and one half (4.5) FTE to form the Project LEAP Team. This Team will be supervised by the
Deputy Director and include non-traditional library classifications already in use that have specific skill
sets to produce the desired outcomes. They include:

ASS

» E-Specialist (1.5 FTE) -There is a high need for computer skills training which translates to
workforce entry and development training. This classification requires a Bachelor’s degree in
computer science, education and development, or technology instruction or related field is
required. Please see Attachment C - Health Zone 1 Digital Literacy Component for the Project
LEAP digital literacy plan.

» Literacy Program Specialist (2 FTE) — These employees will extend the Center for Adult Learning
services into Health Zone 1 to meet Adult Basic Education and literacy needs. The work requires
knowledge of educational and instructional principles, practices, methods and techniques,
needs assessment and computer-assisted instructional programs and software. A four-year
combination of education, training or professional level experience teaching persons 16 years of
age or older with at least one year teaching experience required. Please see Attachment D -
Health Zone 1 Adult Education Component for the Project LEAP Pre- GED” plan.

Early Childhood Specialist {1 FTE) - To expand current early literacy efforts within the Urban
Core to reach more day care centers, parents, and caregivers. This work requires understanding
and applying early childhood educational and instructional principles, practices, methods and
techniques; needs assessment methods and techniques; and service delivery systems and
programs. A six-year combination of education, training, or professional level experience in early
childhood development is required, and a Master's degree in early childhood development is
preferred. (Note: This level of credentials will enable this individual to provide training that is
eligible for CEU credits for child care workers.) Please see Attachment E — Health Zone 1 Early
Childhood Component for the Project LEAP plan.

In addition to personnel, the library will purchase a mobile computer lab to allow for hands-on digital
literacy training at off-site locations. The lab will consist of nine computers and one data projector.
Deposit book collections will also be purchased to be left at select child care centers to give young
children daily access to age-appropriate, high interest books. Also, warkbooks for GED preparation
classes will be purchased, as well as access to online TABE testing and instruction modules.

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Attachment C — Health Zone 1 Digital Literacy Component

Purpose: Digital Literacy programming for young adults to develop strong digital literacy
practices resulting in educational and economic success.

Provide life skills supporting digital literacy for the non-using community. Develop a
relationship where the perception of complexity associated with digital technologies is de-
emphasized and the emphasis is placed on the positive power of what going online can do to
improve a person’s life.  This program will help young adults learn safety online, improve job
application and job success, apply for college, find accurate information to answer questions,
provide life-long learning and learn to access the many free resources available at the
Jacksonville Public Library.

Program Classes: Project LEAP e-Specialists will provide one mobile digital literacy class per
day, five days per week (including Saturdays) at scheduled outreach locations throughout
Health Zone 1. These 90-minute classes, conducted using JPL’s mobile technology lab, will
accommodate eight students. Mobile labs are equipped with laptop computers, portable LCD
projector, screen, and MIFI connections. A minimum of two additional classes per week will be
held at the Bradham Brooks Library and/or the Main Library’s computer labs.

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Attachment D — Health Zone 1 Adult Literacy Component

Purpose: Pre-GED" classes targeted to adults 18 to 24 years of age with a goal of transitioning
into postsecondary education, vocational training and/or employment. In addition,
“Conversation Essential” groups will be offered to English language learners who desire to
improve conversational English skills.

Classes Offered: Four Pre-GED" classes will be offered in nine week courses. Participants will
be assessed individually at intake to determine reading, writing and math skills. The Test of
Adult Basic Education (TABE) locator will be used to place participants into a class. Pre and post
TABE tests will be administered to participants at the beginning and end of the nine week
course to record gains. Participation will be tracked through intake, class attendance and post-
test scores. It is important to note that the students graduating from the JPL Center for Adult
Learning Pre- GED" classes will be prepared to take the GED Test. The actual GED' test is
administered by Florida State College. Students who pass their Pre- GED® class may qualify for
vouchers to defray the expense of the GED’ Test.

The “Conversation Essential” groups will have a new topic each week throughout the year. An
informal, drop-in conversation group, consisting of a conversation topic, vocabulary and
grammar point. 90-minute stand-alone sessions.

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Attachment E — Health Zone 1 Early Childhood Literacy
Component

Purpose: Demonstrate age and developmentally appropriate literacy activities for families
with young children; connect the families to resources available through the library; and
provide an opportunity for families to practice these activities to gain proficiency.

Description: This storytime program is intended for parents and children to attend together
over a nine-week period. Each week the storytime will have a different featured topic for the
parents while maintaining a storytime routine for children. The storytime will include read-
alouds, songs, games, and fingerplays all based on a general theme. This nine-week storytime
program can be presented in a library or a community outreach setting.

Measurement: Daily observational assessment will be conducted by the Early Childhcod
Specialist during the practice portion of the program to gauge competency in the featured
concept. There will be an additional self-assessment survey for parents to complete at the end
of the nine weeks. Families will be tracked through the program via sign in sheets.

Projected Attendance:

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Funds will add four FTE and one half FTE, which is the equivalent to 1,248 part-time hours, to form the Project
LEAP Team. This Team will be supervised by the Deputy Director and include non-traditional library
classifications already in use that have specific skill sets to produce the desired outcomes. They include:

> E-Specialist (1.5 FTE) -There is a high need for computer skills training which translates to workforce entry
and development training. This classification requires a Bachelor’s degree in computer science, education and
development, or technology instruction or related field is required. Please see Attachment C - Health Zone 1
Digital Literacy Component for the Project LEAP digital literacy plan. One half FTE is equivalent to 1248 part-
time hours.

> Literacy Program Specialist (2 FTE) - These employees will extend the Center for Adult Learning services
into Health Zone 1 to meet Adult Basic Education and literacy needs. The work requires knowledge of
educational and instructicnal principles, practices, methods and techniques, needs assessment and computer-
assisted instructional programs and software. A four-year combination of education, training or professional
level experience teaching persons 16 years of age or older with at least one year teaching experience required.
Please see Attachment D - Health Zone 1 Adult Education Component for the Project LEAP Pre- GED» plan.

> Early Childhood Specialist {1 FTE) - To expand current early literacy efforts within the Urban Core to reach
more day care centers, parents, and caregivers. This work requires understanding and applying early childhood
educational and instructional principles, practices, methods and techniques; needs assessment methods and
technigues; and service delivery systems and programs. A six-year combination of education, training, or
professional level experience in early childhood development is required, and a Master's degree in early
childhood development is preferred. (Note: This level of credentials will enable this individual to provide
training that is eligible for CEU credits for child care workers.) Please see Attachment E — Health Zone 1 Early
Childhood Component for the Project LEAP plan.
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
