This Subrecipient Agreement is entered into between the followmg Pames the Florida Depanmenl of Law
Enforcement (FDLE), a state agency, and the Florida District 4 Medical Examiner (City ‘of Jacksonvllle) ("the:
Subrecipient” or “the Subgranlee ), 8. Governor appolnted public official.

WHEREAS, the U.S. Depariment of Justice (DQJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP) Nalional Institute of Justice

(NiJ) is pmvuding financtal assistance lo the Florida statewide criminal analysis laboratory- system (Section 943.32,
Flgrida Statutes {2010)) through the 2014 Paul ‘Coverdell Forens«c Sciences lmpmvement Act Formula Grant
Program, (*FY2014 Coverdell FSI Grant™or “the Grant™);

WHEREAS the Coverdell program is authorized by Tltle 1 of the Omnibus. Safe Streets and Crime Conlrol Act of
1968 Part BB, codified al 42 U.S.C. § 3797}-37970 ("the Caverdell law”); -

WHEREAS, FOLE has been awarded federal funds by DOYQJIP under the . FY2014 Coverdell FSI Grant and has
been dasignaled by NiJ as the State Administering Agency in Florida for said Grant; FDLE serves as a “Recipient” of

federal funds under the Grant and as a “Pass-through entity” or “Grantor” when providing ‘such ‘funds (“subgrant
award") to the Subreciplent;

WHEREAS, the FY2014 Coverdell FSI1 Grant award 1o Flarida Includes funding for the Subreclplent lo improve the

quality and timeliness of forensic science or medical examiner. services in accordance with the' Grant S requirements
and the terms of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, federal and stale laws and regulations impose certain requirements upon a Reclpient, a Pass-Through'
Entity, and a Subracipient of financial assistance from DOJ/OJP/NIJ through the Grant.

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties agree 1o the following:

Grant Period. This Agreement covers funding and related aclivities for the term of the FY2014 Coverdel! FSi Grant,
which is currently 10/01/2014-09/30/2015, provided the term may be extended by FDLE in accord with DOJ/OJP

approval. The total period of an award under the Grant, including one that receives project period -extensions,
ordinarily will not.exceed 3 yaars.

regulations, direclives, and guidance.

No Match Requiremaent. There is no State or local match required under the Grant.

Avallability of Funds. All awards under the Grant and this Agreament are subject lo the availability of appropnated
funds and any modifications or additional requirements that may be imposed by law.

Compliance/Sanctions. As par of the Subrecipient's acceptance and use of any federal financial assistance from
the Grant provided through FDLE pursuant to this Agreement, the Subracipient agraes to comply with the applicable
federal, state, and local laws, regulations, directives and guldance, and the terms of this Agreement, Further, the
Subreciplent agrees to ensure compliance with such raquirements by Subrecipient’s contraclors or ather entilies to
which Subrecipient provides Grant funds including, but not limited to. use of compelitive procurgment or a detallad
cost analysis for services, if applicable. The Subrecipient agrees dispose of rion-expendable. proparty acqulred with

Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Grant _Program, (i.e., the program
announcement), above-referenced federal, state, local requirements, and pursuant to the approved application,
budgel, etc., submitied by the Subrecipient and FDLE, and any related amendmenls. The current approved budgel
for the subgrant award to the Subrecipient referenced in this Agreement is altached as Exhibits B.

Funds shall not be used for general law enforcement funclions or non-forensic investigatory funclions, and shall not
be used for research or statistical projects ar activilies.

The Subrecipient shall nol use any federal funds, either directly or indirectly, in suppart of the enactment, repeal,
modification or adoplion of any law, regulation or policy, at any level of govemment, without the express prior wntlen :
approval of OJP, and only if permitted by all applicable laws.

Final report. The Subrecipient shall submit a final report to FOLE that'(1} includes a summary-and assessment of the
program; carried out with the Granl funds, (2) identifies the number and type -of cases accepted during the Grant
award periad by the forensic laboralory or taboratories thal received the Grant funds, and (3) cites the spacific
improvements in the quality and/or timeliness of forensic science and medical examiner services (including any
reduction In.forensic analysls backlog) that occurred as-a direct result of the Grant funds. .

The Subrecipient’s final report is due na later than 30 days following the close of the award pariod or the expiration of
any extension periods.

Penalties for untimely submissions-or failure to provide required reports/information. Payments lo the Subrecipient

(including payments under future awards) may be withheld, or other relatad requirements may be imposed, if required
information and reports are not submitted within the specified time periods. i

Audit and Monitoring. As noled above, the Subrecipient agrees lo comply with relevani provisions of the
organizational audit requirements of the current version of OMB Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governmants,
and Non-Profit Organizations, and understands and agrees that funds may be withheld, or other related requirements
may be imposed, if any outstanding audit issues from OMB Circular A-133 audils {and any other audits of OJP grant

funds) are not salisfaclorily and promptly addressed.
