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ORDINANCE 2015-737
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 10.47+ acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 BETWEEN RIVERSIDE AVENUE AND THE ST. JOHNS RIVER, AND GENERALLY BETWEEN STOCKTON STREET AND Goodwin STREET (SEPARATE R.E numbers AND VARIOUS OWNERS LISTED BELOW), FROM COMMERCIAL RESIDENTIAL OFFICE (“cro”) TO RESIDENTIAL OFFICE (“ro”) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,  an application to rezone and reclassify from Commercial Residential Office (“CRO”) District to Residential Office (“RO”)  District was filed by City of Jacksovnille for fifty-seven (57) parcels, encompassing approximately 10.47+ acres, located in Council District 14 between Riverside Avenue and the St. Johns River and generally between Stockton Street and Goodwin Street (R.E. WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is approximately 10.47+ acres of land (R.E. Numbers as listed above) and is located in Council District 14 between Riverside Avenue and the St. Johns River and generally between Stockton Street and Goodwin Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Residential Office (“CRO”) District to Residential Office (“RO”) District.

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The St. Johns Quarter Historic District is more particularly described as Follows:

FOR A POINT OF BEGINNING commence at the northeast corner of Lot 3, Block 41
of Simmons S/D, also known as 2130 Riverside Avenue, thence southerly along the
easterly property line of said Lot 3 of said S/D to the centerline of St. Johns Avenue;

thence easterly along the last said line to the centerline intersection of St. Johns
Avenue and Goodwin Street, thence southerly along the center line of Goodwin Street
to a point of intersection with the westerly projections of the northerly line of Lot F,
Water Lot 4,5, S/D, PB 5, PG 62, also known as 1819 Goodwin Street;

thence easterly along the last side line to the northeast corner of said Lot F;

thence southerly along the easterly line of last said Lot F, to the sobtherly edge bf the
bulkhead at the St. Johns River;

thence westerly along said bulkhead along the southerly boundaries of the properties
in the 2100, 2200, and 2300 blocks of River Boulevard and including the ruins of the
yacht dock, to the southwesterly corner of Lot 4, Block B of the Marks R/P, PB 4, Pg
73, also known as 2331 River Boulevard;

thence northerly along the westerly property line of said Lot 4 and Lot 3, Block B of
the Marks R/P, and Lot 4, Block A of the Marks R/P to the northwest corner of Lot 4,
Block A of the Marks R/P: '

thence easterly along the northerly property line of said Lot 4, Block A to the
northeasterly corner of Lot 6, Block A, also known as 2323 St. Johns Avenue;

thence northerly along the westerly property line of Lots 2 and 1, Acosta’s S/D, also
known as 1712 and 1702 Osceola Street, and a northerly projection of the last said
line to the centerline of Riverside Avenue;

thence easterly along the centerline of Riverside Avenue to the point of intersection
with the northerly projection of the easterly property line of Lot 3, Block 41, Simmons
S/D;

thence southerly to the northeast corner of last said lot and the POINT OF BEGIN-
NING.
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
