Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) Program funding received from the Florida Housing Finance Corporation ($4,277,004 for the 2015-2016 grant period and $252,464 in additional 2014-2015 funding) to provide a range of affordable housing activities for low-, moderate-, and middle-income residents of Duval County. A copy of the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission meeting minutes from August 19, 2015 and December 16, 2015 are attached hereto as Exhibit 2. A copy of the schedule of proposed funding is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 4.  
Authorization to Execute Documents. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.

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III. Action Items

A. Universal Application SHIP Recommendations.

Dayatra Coles, Housing Manager, explalined Housing Counseling,
Home Buyer Counseling, Owner Occupied Rehabilitation and
Rental Rehabilitation Straﬁegies and noted that homeownership
is not for everyone. Mrs. Coles asked everycne to turn to the
last page of the board package as it identifies the eligible
activity types and SHIP funding reccmmendations. Mrs. Coles
stated that, originally, the Florida Housing Corporation
allocated $4,277,004.00 SHIP funds for Duval County for fiscal
vear 2015-2016. In July, the Florida Housing Corporation

provided an additional allocation in the amount of

$252,464.00. The additional allocation 1s recommended to
assist Habitat for Humanity, as the Commission had previously
requested that the agency be kept in Lhe que if additional
funding was received and the City’s Headstart to HOME

Ownership (H2H) Program.

Per the chart on the last page of the board packet, there wers
six (6) applications for Homebuyer Education and of those, two
(2) failed threshold, three (3) passed and one (1) failed
completely. Staff also received one (1} application for Qwner

Occupled Rehabilitation and that passed. In addition to
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funding recommendations for local agencies, some of the

allocation will be used to fund the City’s internal programs
{as noted on the grid on the second page of the boazd
package). The recommendations for SHIP funding are as follows:

$388,550.60 - CHDO New Development: these funds are part
of a "“pool” process and are designed to help developers create
affordable housing.

$712,464.00 - Headstart to Homeownership (H2H): these
funds help with down payment and closing costs for new
nomebuyers.

$31,000,000.00 - Owner COccupied Rehabilitation: these

funds are used to assist low to median income individuals with

needed repairs.

$885,400.80 - Developmental Disability: these funds are
used to provide housing assistance to individuals with
developmental disabilities. The funding source has a 20%
allocation requirement for this strategy.

$350,000.00 - Rental Rehabilitation: these funds are used

to help developers provide affordable rental units.

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IIT. Action Items A, SHIP Funding Reallocation.

Dayatra Coles re-opened the discussion on the SHIP funding re-
allocation for $85,000 that was in the line item for Wealth
Watchers to provide housing counseling.

Ms. Coles informed the board the recommendation of the staff
is to place the $85,000 in the housing counseling category,
below the line and hold it where Wealth Watchers will not
receive the funding for a period no greater than 12 months.
This is pending the outcome of the multiple audits and
investigations that are currently being conducted.

Sandra Stockwell, City of Jacksonville Office of General
Council (OGC) stated it is known there are ongoing
investigations, but we deo not know what they are about and if
Wealth Watchers is involved in them at all. We do know the
audit was concerned about the possible conflicts of interest
and the Wealth Watchers contracts. We also know the City of
Jacksonville and Laura Stagner are being sued in federal court
for civil rights violations for disciplining an employee that
used to supervise those contracts. Ms. Stockwell confirmed
the recommendation for funding will need to go before City
Council. Ms. Stockwell stated that the board could reconfirm
the original recommendation to fund the $85,000 or make new
recommendations. Ms. Stockwell emphasized that it is not the
duty of the JHCDC teo act as judge and jury as to who did what
in the allegations of the audit.

Chair Mobley stated that the actions that the JHCDC Board can
take is to make the original recommendation from May to fund
Wealth Watchers or make the recommendation to defund Wealth
Watchers or make the recommendation to earmark the funds for
Housing Counseling that will be awarded after the situation is
cleared.

Motion Passed: A motion to place the $85,000 below the line
and hold it where Wealth Watchers will not receive the funding
for a period no greater than 12 months was made by Vice Chair
King and duly seconded by Member Arias.
