An ordinance appropriating $16,853.42 IN PROCEEDS FROM THE WELLS FARGO LAND DONATION LOCATED AT 1450 HICKMAN ROAD (THE “PROPERTY”) BEHIND FIRE STATION #20 AT 1443 HUFFINGHAM LANE IN ORDER TO CLEAR THE BUILDINGS ON THE PROPERTY, GRADE THE PROPERTY, AND INSTALL FENCING TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL PARKING AND STORAGE AT FIRE STATION #20, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-110; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FIRE STATION #20 (RENOVATION)”; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to clear the buildings from the property at 1450 Hickman Road, grade such property, and install fencing to provide additional parking and storage at Fire Station #20. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Fire Station #20 (Renovation)”. The project is more fully described in the project information sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would result in urban blight and dangerous conditions. The structures currently located at 1450 Hickman Road are in disrepair and present a safety hazard. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
