An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating AN ADDITIONAL $14,500 ($10,875 FROM THE FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY (FEMA) THROUGH THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND $3,625 IN LOCAL MATCHING FUNDS FROM THE RESERVE FOR FEDERAL PROGRAMS) FOR THE HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM PROJECT, THE PURPOSE OF WHICH IS TO HARDEN FIVE PUBLIC WORKS BUILDINGS BY INSTALLING ACCORDION STYLE, ROLL UP COVERS OR IMPACT RESISTANT SCREENS ON ALL REMAINING BUILDING OPENINGS TO WITHSTAND WIND SPEEDS OF 120 MILES PER HOUR, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-001; providing a carryover of FUNDS to fiscal year 2016-2017; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE MODIFICATION TO SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “PUBLIC BUILDINGS – WIND RETROFIT PROJECT”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding in the amount of $14,500 ($10,875 from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the Florida Division of Emergency Management and $3,625 in local matching funds from the Reserve for Federal Programs) for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Project. The purpose of the project is to harden five Public Works buildings by installing accordion style, roll up covers or impact resistant screens on all remaining building openings to withstand wind speeds of 120 miles per hour. These retrofits are intended to reduce/mitigate the damage that may occur from severe weather or other hazards. 
Section 4.

Authorization to execute.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Modification to Subgrant Agreement between the Division of Emergency Management and City of Jacksonville, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Public Buildings – Wind Retrofit Project”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in the loss of grant funds. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.

MODIFICATION TO SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE

This Modification Number Six is made and entered into by and between the State of
Florida, Division of Emergency Management (“the Division”), and the City of Jacksonville ("the
Recipient”) to modify Contract Number 11HM-3E-04-26-02-017, dated September 29, 2010
("the Agreement").

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient have entered into the Agreement, pursuant to
which the Division has provided a subgrant to the Recipient under the Hazard Mitigation Grants
Program of $378,087.00, in Federal Funds; and

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient desire to modify the Agreement; and
WHEREAS, the Agreement shall expire on November 30, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient desire to extend the terms of the Agreement;
and increase the Federal Funding by $10,875.00 under the Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties contained
herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. Paragraph 3 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows:
(3) PERIOD OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall begin February 4, 2010, and shall end May 31, 2016; unless
terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (12) of this
Agreement.

2. The Agreement is amended to increase the Federal Funding by $10,875.00, for the
maximum amount payable under this Agreement to $388,962.00; (Three Hundred
Eighty-Eight Thousand, Nine Hundred Sixty-Two Dollars and No Cents).

3. The Budget and Scope of Work, Attachment A to this Agreement, are hereby modified
as set forth in 6" Revised Attachment A to this Modification, a copy of which is attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

4. All provisions of the Agreement being modified and any attachments thereto in conflict
with Modification shall be and are hereby changed to conform to this Modification,
effective as of the date of the last execution of this Modification by both parties.

5. All provisions not in conflict with this Modification remain in full force and effect, and are

to be performed at the level specified in the Agreement.
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6. Quarterly Reports are due to the Division no later than 15 days after the end of each
quarter of the program year and shall be sent each quarter until submission of the
administrative closeout report. The ending dates of each quarter of the program year
are March 31, June 30, September 30, and December 31.

Budget and Scope of Work

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

The purpose of this Scope of Work (SOW) is to provide protection to five (5) City of Jacksonville
Public Works Buildings in Duval County, Florida; funded through the Hazard Mitigation Grant
Program (HMGP) DR-1785-67-R, as approved by the Florida Division of Emergency
Management (Division) and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). The project
is for hardening activities as a retrofit measure for the Recipient's buildings to reduce and/or
mitigate the damage that might otherwise occur from severe weather or other hazards.

The City of Jacksonville (Recipient) agrees to administer and complete the project per
engineering designs and plans as submitted by the Recipient and subsequently approved by
the Division and FEMA. The Recipient shall complete the work in accordance with all
applicable Federal, State and Local Laws, Regulations, and Codes.

PROJECT OVERVIEW:
As a Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) project, the Recipient, the City of Jacksonville,

shall provide protection by wind retrofitting the five Public Works Buildings located as follows:

1) Traffic Engineering Administration Building, 1007 Superior Street, Jacksonville, Florida
32254.

2) East Yard Complex Building, 609 St Johns Bluff Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32225.
3) Traffic Engineering Warehouse, 1007-2 Superior Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32254.
4) Solid Waste Building, 1031 Superior Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32254.

5) PWPB Administration Building, 555 West 44th Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32208.

The HMGP project shall protect these buildings from windblown debris resuiting from high wind
storms, which shall allow the function of the structures to continue following a severe wind
event. Each building will be retrofitted with opening protection that will withstand wind speeds
to meet Florida Building Code requirements, on all exterior openings of each building.

Wind protection shall be provided on all exterior openings, such as skylights, vents, louvers and
exhaust fans on each building. All installation shall be done in strict compliance with the Florida
Building Code and/or Miami Dade, and all materials shall be certified to meet the local wind and
impact standards.

TASKS & DELIVERABLES:

A. Tasks

1) The Recipient shall procure the services of a qualified and licensed Florida contractor and
execute a contract with the selected bidder to complete the scope of work as approved by
the Division and FEMA. The Recipient shall select the qualified, licensed Florida contractor
in accordance with the Recipient's procurement policy as well as all Federal and State Laws
and Regulations. All procurement activities shall contain sufficient source documentation
and be in accordance with all applicable regulations.
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The Recipient shall be responsible for furnishing or contracting all labor, materials,
equipment, tools, transportation and supervision and for performing all work per sealed
engineering designs and construction plans presented to the Division by the Recipient and
subsequently approved by the Division and FEMA.

The Recipient and contractor shall be responsible for maintaining a safe and secure
worksite for the duration of the work. The contractor shall maintain all work staging areas in
a neat and presentable condition.

The Recipient shall ensure that no contractors or subcontractors are debarred or suspended
from participating in federally funded projects.

The selected contractor shall have a current and valid occupational license/business tax
receipt issued for the type of services being performed.

The Recipient shall provide documentation demonstrating the results of the procurement
process. This shall include a rationale for the method of procurement and selection of
contract type, contractor selection and/or rejection and bid tabulation and listing, and the
basis of contract price.

The Recipient shall provide an executed “Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility, Voluntary
Exclusion Form” for each contractor and/or subcontractor performing services under this
agreement.

Executed contracts with contractors and/or subcontractors shall be provided to the Division
by the Recipient.

The Recipient shall provide copies of professional licenses for contractors selected to
perform services. The Recipient shall provide a copy of a current and valid occupational
license or business tax receipt issued for the type of services to be performed by selected
contractor.

The Recipient shall monitor and manage the procurement and installation of all opening
protection products in accordance with the HMGP application and associated
documentation as presented to the Division by the Recipient and subsequently approved by
the Division and FEMA. The Recipient shall ensure that all applicable State, Local and
Federal Laws and Regulations are followed and documented, as appropriate.

The project shall protect the building from windblown debris resulting from high wind storms
which shall allow the function of the structures to continue following a severe wind event.
The structure shall upgrade to meet Florida Building Code and/or Miami Dade
Requirements, includes all exterior openings.

The Recipient shall fully perform the approved project, as described in the application, in
accordance with the approved scope of work indicated herein, the estimate of costs
indicated herein, the allocation of funds indicated herein, and all applicable terms and
conditions. The Recipient shall not deviate from the approved project terms and conditions.

Upon completion of the work, the Recipient shall schedule and participate in a final
inspection of the completed project by the local municipal or county building department
(official), or other approving official, as applicable. The official shall inspect and certify that
all installation was in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications. Any deficiencies
found during this final inspection shall be corrected by the Recipient prior to Recipient's
submittal of the final inspection request to the Division.

Upon completion of Task 2, the Recipient shall submit the following documents with
sufficient supporting documentation, and provide a summary of all contract scope of work
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and scope of work changes, if any. Additional documentation shall include:
a) Copy of notice of commencement.
b) Local Building Official Inspection Report and Final Approval, as applicable.

c) All Product Specifications / Data Sheet(s) (technical standards) satisfying protection
requirements on all products utilized.

d) Proof of compliance with Project Requirements and Conditions contained herein.

During the course of this agreement the Recipient shall submit requests for reimbursement.
Adequate and complete source documentation shall be submitted to support all costs
(federal share and local share) related to the project. In some cases, all project activities
may not be fully complete prior to requesting reimbursement of costs incurred in completion
of this scope of work; however, a partial reimbursement may be requested.

The Recipient shall submit an Affidavit signed by the Recipient’s project personnel with each
reimbursement request, attesting to the completion of the work, disbursements or payments
were made in accordance with all agreement and regulatory conditions, and that
reimbursement is due and has not been previously requested.

The Recipient shall maintain accurate time records. The Recipient shall ensure invoices are
accurate and any contracted services were rendered within the terms and timelines of this
agreement. All supporting documentation shall agree with the requested billing period. All
costs submitted for reimbursement shall contain adequate source documentation which may
include but not be limited to: cancelled checks, bank statements, Electronic Funds Transfer,
paid bills and invoices, payrolls, time and attendance records, contract and subcontract
award documents.

Construction Expense: The Recipient shall pre-audit bills, invoices, and/or charges
submitted by the contractors and subcontractors and pay the contractors and subcontractors
for approved bills, invoices, and/or charges. Recipient shall ensure that all
contractor/subcontractor bills, invoices, and/or charges are legitimate and clearly identify the
activities being performed and associated costs.

Project Management Expenses: The recipient shall pre-audit source documentation such
as payroll records, project time sheets, attendance logs, etc. Documentation shall be
detailed information describing tasks performed, hours devoted to each task, and the hourly
rate charged for each hour including enough information to calculate the hourly rates based
on payroll records. Employee benefits shall be clearly shown.

The Division shall review all submitted requests for reimbursement for basic accuracy of
information. Further, the Division shall ensure that no unauthorized work was completed
prior to the approved project start date by verifying vendor and contractor invoices. The
Division shall verify that reported costs were incurred in the performance of eligible work,
that the approved work was completed, and that the mitigation measures are in compliance
with the approved scope of work prior to processing any requests for reimbursement.

Review and approval of any third party in-kind services, if applicable, shall be conducted by
the Division in coordination with the Recipient. Quarterly Reports shall be submitted by the
Recipient and received by the Division at the times provided in this agreement prior to the
processing of any reimbursement.

The Recipient shall submit to the Division requests for reimbursement of actual construction
and managerial costs related to the project as identified in the project application, and plans.
The requests for reimbursement shall include:
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a) Contractor, subcontractor, and/or vendor invoices which clearly display dates of services
performed, description of services performed, location of services performed, cost of
services performed, name of service provider and any other pertinent information;

b) Proof of payment from the Recipient to the contractor, subcontractor, and/or vendor for
invoiced services;

c) Clear identification of amount of costs being requested for reimbursement as well as
costs being applied against the local match amount;

The Recipient's final request for reimbursement shall include the final construction project
cost. Supporting documentation shall show that all contractors and subcontractors have
been paid.

Deliverables

Mitigation Activities consist of providing protection to five City of Jacksonville Public Works
buildings from windblown debris resulting from high wind storms, which shall allow the
function of the structures to continue following a severe wind event.

Provided the Recipient performs in accordance with the Scope of Work outlined in this
Agreement, the Division shall reimburse the Recipient based on the percentage of overall
project completion.

Engineering

The Recipient shall submit to the Division an official letter stating that the project is 100%
complete and ready for the Division’s Final Inspection of the project.

The Recipient shall provide a copy of the Notice of Commencement, and any local official
Inspection Report and/or Final approval; as applicable.

The Recipient shall submit all Product Specifications / Data Sheet(s) (technical standards)
satisfying protect requirements on all products utilized.

All installations shall be done in strict compliance with the Florida Building Code or Miami
Dade Specifications. All materials shall be certified to exceed the wind and impact
standards of the current local codes.

Product Specifications documentation satisfying protection requirements for all products
utilized shall be provided to the Division for closeout.

The Recipient shall follow all applicable State, Local and Federal Laws Regulations and
requirements, and obtain (before starting project work) and comply with all required permits
and approvals. Failure to obtain all appropriate Federal, State, and Local permits and
clearances may jeopardize federal funding.

Glazing in buildings shall be impact resistant or protected with an impact resistant covering
meeting the requirements of SSTD 12, ASTM E 1886 and ASTM E 1996, ANSI/DASMA 115
(for garage doors and rolling doors) or Miami-Dade TAS 201, 202 and 203 or AAMA 506
referenced therein as follows:

a) Glazed openings located within 30 feet (2.1 m) of grade shall meet the requirements
of the Large Missile Test

b) Glazed openings located more than 30 feet (9.1 m) above grade shall meet the

provisions of the Small Missile Test.

¢) Louvers protecting intake and exhaust ventilation ducts not assumed to be open that
are located within 30 feet (9144 mm) of grade shall meet requirements of the Large
Missile Test.

Impact-resistant coverings shall be tested at 1.5 times the design pressure (Positive or
Negative) expressed in pounds per square feet as determined by the Florida Building Code,
Building Section1609 for which the specimen is to be tested.

The local municipal or county building department shall inspect the instailation according to
the manufacture’s specification, and ensure that the above referenced standards have been
met; documentation provided to the division for closeout.

10) The materials and work funded pursuant to this Subgrant Agreement are intended to

decrease the vulnerability of the building to property losses and are specifically not intended
to provide for the safety of inhabitants before, during or after a natural manmade disaster.

11) The funding provided by the Division under this subgrant shall compensate for the materials

labor and fees for the hardening activities as a retrofit measure for the Recipient’s buildings
to reduce and/or mitigate the damage that might otherwise occur from severe weather or
other hazards. The funding of this project by the Division does not confer or imply any
warranty of use or suitability for the work performed pursuant to this agreement. The State
of Florida disclaims all warranties with regard to this mitigation project, express or implied,
including but not limited to, any implied warranties and/or conditions of satisfactory quality
and fitness for a particular purpose, merchantability, or merchantable quality.

12) This project has not been evaluated by the criteria contained in the standards of the

Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency guidance
manual FEMA 361-Design and Construction for Community Sheiter, and thus does not
provide “near absolute protection”. It is understood and agreed by the Division and the
Recipient that the building may have vulnerabilities due to age, design and location which
may result in damage to the building from wind events even after the installation of the
mitigation measures funded under this Subgrant Agreement. It is further understood and
agreed by the Division and the Recipient that the level of wind protection provided by the
mitigation action, although meeting State standards and codes and enhancing the structural
integrity of the building, does not ensure the safety of survival or building occupants.

Environmental:

The Recipient shall follow all applicable state, local and federal laws regulations and
requirements, and obtain (before starting project work) and comply with all required permits
and approvals. Failure to obtain all appropriate federal, state, and local environmental
permits and clearances may jeopardize federal funding. If project is delayed for a year or
more after the date of the categorical exclusion (CATEX), then coordination with and project
review by regulatory agencies must be redone.

If any ground disturbance activities occur during construction, the Recipient shall monitor
ground disturbance during construction, and if any potential archeological resources are
discovered, shall immediately cease construction in that area and notify the Division and
FEMA.

Any change addition or supplement to the approved mitigation measure or scope of work
that alters the project (including other work not funded by FEMA, but done substantially at
the same time) shall require resubmission to the Division and FEMA for revaluation of
compliance with the National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) and Section 106 of the
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National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) prior to initiation of any work. Non-compliance
with these requirements may jeopardize FEMA's ability to fund this project. A change in the
scope of work shall be approved by the Division and FEMA in advance regardiess of the
budget implications.

4) Construction vehicles and equipment used for this project shall be maintained in good
working order to minimize pollutant emissions.

E. Programmatic:

1) The Recipient must notify the Division as soon as significant developments becomes
known, such as delays or adverse conditions that might raise costs or delay completion, or
favorable conditions allowing lower costs or earlier completion.

2) A change in the scope of work shall be approved by the Division and FEMA in advance
regardless of the budget implications.

3) The Recipient must “obtain prior written approval for any budget revision which would result
in a need for additional funds” [44 CFR 13(c)], from the Division and FEMA.

4) Any extension of the Period of Performance shall be submitted to FEMA, 60 days prior to
the expiration date. Therefore, any request for a Period of Performance Extension shall be
in writing and submitted along with substantiation of new expiration date, and a new
schedule of work, to the Division a minimum of seventy (70) days prior to the expiration
date, for Division processing to FEMA.

5) The Recipient must avoid duplication of benefits between the HMGP and any other form of
assistance, as required by Section 312 of the Stafford Act, and further clarification in 44
CFR 206.191.

This is FEMA project number HMGP-1785-67-R, funded under Tropical Storm Fay FEMA-1785-
DR-FL.

The project began on February 4, 2010 and the Period of Performance (POP) for this project
shall end on May 31, 2016.

FINANCIAL CONSEQUENCES:

If the Recipient fails to comply with any term of the award, the Division shall take one or more of
the following actions, as appropriate in the circumstances:

1) Temporarily withhold cash payments pending correction of the deficiency by the Recipient;
2) Disallow all or part of the cost of the activity or action not in compliance;

3) Wholly or partly suspend or terminate the current award for the Recipient's program,;

4) Withhold further awards for the program; or
