AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE COUNCIL RULES; AMENDING CHAPTER 2 (COMMITTEES), RULE 2.105 (COMmittee of the whole), COUNCIL RULES, to provide that the city’s annual budget bills shall be considered by the committee of the whole FOR deliberation and vote; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Chapter 2 (Committees), by amending Rule 2.105, (Committee of the Whole), Council Rules.  

Rule 2.105 (Committee of the Whole), Council Rules, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 2. Committees 
*  *  *

Rule 2.105 Committee of the Whole.  
(a) In all cases the Council may resolve itself into a Committee of the Whole, and in such event the President shall leave the chair after appointment a chair to preside, who shall have all the powers and duties of a presiding officer.  Bills and other matters referred to a Committee of the Whole shall be considered under the rules of procedure prescribed for committee of the Council, and shall be reported in the same manner as reports of standing committees. After report, the bill or other matter may again be debated and amended.  The quorum for a Committee of the Whole shall be fourteen, and when the Committee of the Whole rises, the roll shall be called to ascertain the presence of a quorum of the Council.  No bill may be considered by a Committee of the Whole except by a two-thirds vote, except as provided below in (b) and unless the same has first been considered and reported by the appropriate standing committee or committees; and the effect of referring a bill to the Committee of the Whole by a two-thirds vote shall be to discharge any standing, special or select committee to which the bill may have been referred from further consideration thereof, whether or not such committee may have reported said bill.

(b) In the case of the City’s annual budget bills (including the bill appropriating the funding for the City’s annual budget, the bills setting the millage of the City and the Beaches and Baldwin, the bills approving the City’s capital improvements plan, the information technology system development program bills, and the bill authorizing use of the City’s banking fund), the President shall refer the bills to the Committee of the Whole to consider amendment to and adoption of said bills. The President shall convene the Committee of the Whole in August each year to consider the City annual budget bills and shall appoint a chair to preside as the presiding officer (which may be the chair of the committee devoted to financial matters). The annual budget bills specified above need not be referred to any standing, special or select committee for further consideration thereof. Upon consideration of the annual budget bills, the Committee of the Whole shall make its report on the annual budget bills prior to the first Council meeting in October.
