WHEREAS, Ellen Ramsey, a native of Trafford, Pennsylvania, earned her bachelor’s degree in political science and sociology from Jacksonville University and her master’s degree in public administration from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, in March 1994, Ms. Ramsey began her career in public housing as a Public Housing Revitalization Specialist for Marketing and Leasing Management with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development in Jacksonville, and in May 1995 was hired as the Director of Finance for the Jacksonville Housing Authority; and


WHEREAS, Ellen Ramsey’s tenure with the Jacksonville Housing Authority included 12 years as Finance Director and 8 years as Director of Procurement and Resource Acquisition before her untimely death this month, during which time she demonstrated a great love for and devotion to the residents of the JHA’s various housing projects; and 


WHEREAS, in addition to her work with JHA, Ms. Ramsey was a long-time active member of the Jacksonville and Florida Jaycees, serving as Vice President, Regional Director and Presidential Assistant for the Florida Jaycees and as a Director, Vice President, President and Life Member of the Jacksonville Jaycees; and


WHEREAS, Ellen Ramsey was also very active in the Geneva Presbyterian Church, the Muscular Dystrophy Association and the Junior Chamber Mission Inn Foundation; and

WHEREAS, Ellen Ramsey’s attitude toward life was exemplified by her living out her favorite line in the Jaycee Creed – “Service to humanity is the best work in life.”; now therefore
