AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION JOINT PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, AND SUPPLEMENTAL JOINT PARTICIPATION AGREEMENTS, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SCOPE CHANGES AND/OR FUNDING ADJUSTMENTS AND/OR CONTRACT DURATION CHANGES, AS WELL AS EXECUTE ASSURANCES, CERTIFICATIONS, AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS AS MAY BE REQUIRED IN SUPPORT OF THE SECOND YEAR APPROPRIATION OF FUNDING FROM THE FEDERAL LANDS ACCESS PROGRAM ADMINISTERED THROUGH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville was awarded a two-year grant totaling $900,000 by the Federal Lands Access Program administered through the Florida Department of Transportation in early 2014; and 

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2014-274-E appropriated the first year of that funding, $450,000, to the St. Johns River Ferry and approved execution of a Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation to allow for scope changes/funding adjustments/contract duration changes; and


 WHEREAS, the appropriation for the second year of funding of $450,000 was prior appropriated to the St. Johns River Ferry through the City’s budget ordinance, Ordinance 2015-466-E; and  

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation has requested that the City enter into a new Joint Participation Agreement for the second year of funding; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Public Transportation Joint Participation Agreement Approved. For the purposes set forth in this ordinance, there is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (“City”), the Public Transportation Joint Participation Agreement between the City and FDOT in substantially the form as is On File with the Legislative Services Division, and incorporated herein by this reference, including any Supplemental Joint Participation Agreements for the purpose of Scope Changes and/or funding adjustments and/or contract duration changes, as well as execute Assurances, Certifications, and all other documents as may be required in support of the project.   


Section 2.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that FDOT has advised the City that the City cannot seek reimbursement for any expenses incurred prior to execution of the Joint Participation Agreement and the City is currently incurring expenses that could be reimbursable with an executed Joint Participation Agreement. 

Section  3.
Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
