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AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 24.82( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 on 0 GATE PARKWAY BETWEEN POINT MEADOWS DRIVE AND BURNT MILL ROAD (A PORTION OF R.E no(s) 167741-0540), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY HE OTTER, LLC AND CHARLES BRIGHTMAN, JR. LIVING TRUST, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL USES AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE VILLAGE SQUARE PARCEL A PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, HE Otter, LLC and Charles Brightman, Jr. Living Trust, the owner(s) of approximately 24.82(  acres located in Council District 11 on 0 Gate Parkway between Point Meadows Drive and Burnt Mill Road (a portion of R.E. No(s) 167741-0540), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated October 7, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and subject to the revised written description, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and dated December 14, 2015, the revised site plan, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4, dated November 13, 2015, the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated December 2, 2015 and the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 6, dated December 2, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department, for the Village Square Parcel A PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a)
All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited.  Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed forty fee (40’0”). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
Wall signs and seasonal banners shall not exceed 10% of the area of a building façade facing a public right of way.  Wall signs and seasonal banners may be internally or externally illuminated.

(c)
Sixteen (16) IKEA flags shall be permitted.

(d)
Interior signs shall not exceed ten (10) feet in height.

(e)
A reduction of 40% of the terminal islands and trees required in Section 656.1214(d) shall be permitted, so long as there is not an overall reduction of the landscape requirement within the subject property.

(f)
There shall be no reduction of the required trees adjacent to I-295.

(g)
If a building permit (the "Furniture Store Building Permit") is issued for a building located within the Parcel A PUD containing 250,000 square feet or more Furniture Store (a "Furniture Store Building"), then, subject to the satisfaction of the "Thru Lane Obligation Condition" defined in paragraph 2 below, the then Owner of the Property at the time the Furniture Store Building Permit is issued (the "Furniture Store Owner") must (a) thereafter promptly apply for (the "Thru Lane Approvals Application"), and use commercially reasonable efforts to obtain all final, unappealed, or unappealable approvals and permits (together, the “Thru Lane Approvals”) required to construct a thru-lane along a portion of the southern boundary of the Property, substantially as depicted on the Conceptual Thru Lane plan attached hereto as Exhibit “A”(the "Proposed Thru Lane"), and (b) if the Thru Lane Approvals are issued within six (6) months after the filing of the Thru Lane Approvals Application, promptly thereafter commence and thereafter diligently proceed to complete the construction of the Conceptual Thru Lane in accordance with the Thru Lane Approvals (the “Thru Lane Construction”). If the Thru Lane Approvals are issued within six (6) months after the filing of the Thru Lane Approvals Application then no Certificate of Occupancy for the Furniture Store Building will be issued until the Thru Lane Construction has been completed in accordance with the Thru Lane Approvals.

(h)
The obligations of the Furniture Store Owner under paragraph 1 above are subject to the condition precedent (the "Thru Lane Obligation Condition") that the reasonably estimated aggregate cost to the Furniture Store Owner (the "Thru Lane Obligation Aggregate Cost") of (a) obtaining the Thru Lane Approvals, including attorneys’, engineering, and consulting fees, and fulfilling any conditions imposed in connection with the Thru Lane Approvals, plus (b) constructing the Proposed Thru-Lane, shall not exceed $150,000 (the “Owner Contribution”). For the purposes of this Thru Lane Obligation Condition, “commercially reasonable efforts” means submitting all required applications, responding promptly to questions from decision-makers, and diligently pursuing the Approvals, without any obligation to prosecute or defend any appeals or other related litigation and without any obligation to accept any conditions to the Thru Lane Approvals that could cause the Thru Lane Obligation Aggregate Cost to exceed the amount of the Owner Contribution.

(i)
If the Furniture Store Owner reasonably concludes that the Thru Lane Obligation Aggregate Cost could exceed the Owner Contribution and/or if the Thru Lane Approvals are not issued within six (6) months after the filing of the Thru Lane Approvals Application, the then current Owner shall convey the following, at no cost to the City of Jacksonville (the “City”): (a) fee simple ownership of the land described in Exhibit “B” attached hereto; (b) all titlework, surveys, and other documents typically associated with the conveyance of real property, as approved by the City; (c) all  site plans, drawings, secured permits and applications for the Thru Lane Construction; and (d) the remainder of the Owner Contribution unspent by the then current Owner, as documented through paid invoice receipts.  Thereafter the City may, at no further cost to the Owner, pursue the process of obtaining the Thru Lane Approvals and constructing the Proposed Thru Lane.  Once the then current Owner conveys fee simple ownership of the land described in Exhibit “B,” along with the aforementioned items, the terms of these conditions shall have been met.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by HE Otter, LLC and Charles Brightman, Jr. Living Trust, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Steve Diebenow, One Independent Drive, Suite 1200, Jacksonville, Florida 32202; (904) 301-1269.
Section 4.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

Upon review of the referenced application, and based on the information provided to date, the
Traffic Engineering Division has the following comments: -

1. A traffic study must be conducted for the entire development and include an assessment of
operational conditions at all proposed accesses to Gate Parkway. The traffic study shall
include the following items:

o trip distribution (projected volumes and percentage of frip generation arrival/departure
by roadways)

e queue storage analysis of all right and left turns into the site with the consideration thaf__
the existing south/east site access will be removed or closed.

e queue storage analysis from Point Meadows Drive 10 the site and both right and left turns
onto Gate Parkway.

e weekday PM peak period traffic volumes

o Saturday projected hourly entering and exiting volumes during peak periods

o truck entering and exiting fravelways af the access point and within the facility

2. Provide traffic signal plans illustrating the required modification to the existing traffic signals at
Gate Parkway and Point Meadows Drive intersection. -

3. Provide pavement marking plans illustrating the existing and proposed striping for all
approaches to the Gate Parkway and Point Meadows Drive intersection.

4. The main entrance, described as the site access across from Point Meadows Drive, mus’r have
a minimum throat length with the capacity to accommodate the projected volume of
vehicles in the built up queue in each cycle of the traffic signal. This is fo prevent unserved
demands that generate congestion and blockage at the infersection.

5. Any proposed signs, fence, wall and landscaping shall be located so that they do not obstruct
horizontal line of sight as outlined in FDOT Index 546.
