ORDINANCE 2015-782

AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE LOCATION OF LOW-THC CANNABIS FACILITIES; AMENDING SECTION 656.1601 TO PROVIDE DEFINITIONS OF LOW-THC CANNABIS FACILITIES AND OTHER RELATED TERMS; AMENDING SECTION 656.313 TO ALLOW THE PROCESSING AND/OR DISPENSING OF LOW-THC CANNABIS AS A PERMITTED USE IN THE CCG-1 AND CCG-2 ZONING DISTRICTS; AMENDING SECTION 656.321 TO ALLOW THE PROCESSING AND/OR DISPENSING OF LOW-THC CANNABIS AS A PERMITTED USE IN IBP ZONING DISTRICTS; AMENDING SECTION 656.322 TO ALLOW THE CULTIVATION, PROCESSING AND/OR DISPENSING OF LOW-THC CANNABIS AS A PERMITTED USE IN IL ZONING DISTRICTS; AMENDING SECTION 656.331 TO ALLOW THE CULTIVATION OF LOW-THC CANNABIS AS A PERMITTED USE IN AGR ZONING DISTRICTS; AMENDING SECTION 656.401 TO ADD PERFORMANCE STANDARDS AND DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA FOR THE CULTIVATION, PROCESSING, AND DISPENSING OF LOW-THC CANNABIS; REPEALING ORDINANCES 2015-436-E AND 2015-485-E; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, in 2014, the Florida Legislature enacted Section 381.986, Florida Statutes, entitled the “Compassionate Medical Cannabis Act of 2014” (“the Act”); and
WHEREAS, the Act authorized licensed physicians to prescribe low-THC Cannabis for medicinal purposes (“Low-THC Cannabis”) to qualified patients under specific conditions, primarily those suffering from cancer or severe and persistent seizures and muscle spasms; and

WHEREAS, the Act designated the Florida Department of Health as the regulatory body to manage and implement the cultivation, processing, and dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis among authorized organizations and facilities; and
WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Health promulgated and adopted Chapter 64-4, Florida Administrative Code, to implement Sec. 381.986, F.S.; and
WHEREAS, the State of Florida requires all authorized facilities, organizations, and physicians to comply with stringent requirements, such as adequate security and infrastructure, completed background checks for personnel, and specific training for licensed physicians as required by Sec. 381.986, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C.; and
WHEREAS, the State of Florida maintains the Compassionate Use Registry of qualified patients, in accordance with Sec. 381.986, F.S. and Ch. 64-4.009, F.A.C.; and 

WHEREAS, although the State of Florida controls most of the authorizations for this activity, it has left to local governments the ability to regulate the use through zoning; and 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to clarify and define the cultivation, processing, and dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis and related terms in the Zoning Code in an effort to regulate and limit said uses within the City and to repeal Ordinances in conflict (Ord. 2015-436-E and Ord. 2015-485-E); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City and for the health, safety, and welfare of its residents and businesses that these definitions and standards be adopted to provide more specific guidance as to where organizations and facilities that cultivate, process, and/or dispense Low-THC Cannabis may be located; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 656.1601 (Definitions), Part 16 (Definitions), Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended as follows:

Low-THC Cannabis Derivative Product means forms of Low-THC Cannabis suitable for routes of administration, as defined by Ch. 64-4.001, Florida Administrative Code.

Low-THC Cannabis Dispensing Organization (“Dispensing Organization”) means a nursery that meets the requirements of Section 381.986(5)(b)(1), F.S. and Chapter 64-4. F.A.C., including its contractual agents, which has applied to the Florida Department of Health and has been authorized by the Florida Department of Health to cultivate, process, and dispense Low-THC Cannabis.

Low-THC Cannabis Facility means any of the following facilities as authorized by the Florida Department of Health for a Dispensing Organization:
· Cultivation Facility: An area designated in the Dispensing Organization’s place of business to be used for cultivation of Low-THC Cannabis.

· Processing Facility: An area designated in the Dispensing Organization’s place of business to be used for processing of Derivative Product.

· Dispensing Facility: An area designated in the Dispensing Organization’s place of business where Derivative Product is dispensed at retail.

Low-THC Cannabis means a plant of the genus Cannabis, the dried flowers of which contain 0.8 percent or less of tetrahydrocannabinol (“THC”) and more than 10 percent of cannabidiol (“CBD”) weight for weight; the seeds thereof; the resin extracted from any part of such plant; or any compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of such plant or its seed or resin. No other formulation, strain, or ratio of THC and CDB shall be considered Low-THC Cannabis.

Low-THC Cannabis for Medicinal Use means administration of the ordered amount of low-THC Cannabis. The term does not include the possession, use, or administration by smoking. The term also does not include the transfer of Low-THC Cannabis to a person other than the Qualified Patient for whom it was ordered or the Qualified Patient’s legal representative on behalf of the Qualified Patient.
Low-THC Cannabis Qualified Patient (“Qualified Patient”) means a resident of the state of Florida who has been added to the Compassionate Use Registry, maintained by the State of Florida, by a licensed physician to receive low-THC Cannabis from a Dispensing Organization, pursuant to Sec.  381.986, F.S. and Chapter 64-4, F.A.C.

Section 2.

Permitted uses and structures. 

(1) Commercial retail sales and service establishments

(2) Banks, including drive-thru tellers, savings and loan institutions, and similar uses.

(3) Professional and business offices, buildings trades contractors that do not require outside storage or the use of heavy machinery, ditching machines, tractors, bulldozers or other heavy construction equipment and similar uses. 

(4) Hotels and motels.

(5) Commercial indoor recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys, swimming pools, indoor skating rinks, movie theaters, indoor facilities operated by a licensed pari-mutuel permitholder, adult arcade amusement centers operated by a licensed permitholder, game promotions or sweepstakes utilizing electronic equipment, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, drawings by chance conducted in connection with the sale of a consumer product or service utilizing electronic equipment, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, and similar uses. 

(6) Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios.

(7) Vocational, trade or business schools and similar uses.

(8) Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(9) Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(10) Adult Congregate Living Facility (but not group care homes or residential treatment facilities). 

(11) An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for off-premises consumption or for on-premises conjunction with a restaurant. 

(12) Retail plant nurseries including outside display, but not on-site mulching or landscape contractors requiring heavy equipment or vehicles in excess of one-ton capacity. 

(13) Express or parcel delivery offices and similar uses (but not freight or truck terminals)

(14) Veterinarians and animal boarding, subject to the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(15) Personal property storage establishments meeting the performance development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(16) Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage, jewelry, cameras, sporting goods, home furnishings and appliances, furniture and similar uses. 

(17) Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(18) Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

(19) Outside retail sales of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(20) Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center (but not on an out-parcel or within a stand-alone structure), provided such use is limited to 30 percent of the total gross square footage of the retail shopping center of which the wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided there is no warehousing or storage of products not directly associated with the wholesaling or distributorship businesses located on the premises. 

(21) Assembly of components and light manufacturing when in conjunction with a retail sales or service establishment, conducted without outside storage or display. 

(22) Filling or gas stations meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(23) Dancing entertainment establishments not serving alcohol. This provision shall not supersede any other approvals or requirements for such use found elsewhere in this Chapter or elsewhere in the Ordinance Code. 

(24) Mobile Car Detailing Services and automated car wash facilities meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(25) The processing of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Processing Facility, pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.
(26) The dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Dispensing Facility, pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Permitted uses and structures. 

(1) (Commercial Retail Sales and Service Establishments

(2) Retail sales of new or used automobiles, trucks and tractors, mobile homes, boats, pawnshops subject to Part 4, automotive vehicle parts (but not automobile wrecking yards, junkyards or scrap processing yards), heavy machinery and equipment, dairy supplies, feed, fertilizer, plant nurseries, lumber and building supplies and similar products. 

(3) Service stations, truck stops, automated car wash meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, auto laundry, mobile car detailing services, major automotive repair, car or truck rental, restaurants, laundromat or dry cleaners, veterinarians, animal boarding kennels meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, pest control, carpenter or cabinet shops, home equipment rentals, job printing or newspapers, radio or television offices and studios, blood donor stations and similar uses. 

(4) Commercial, recreational and entertainment facilities such as carnivals or circuses, theaters (including open-air theaters), skating rinks, athletic complexes, arenas, auditoriums, convention centers, go-cart tracks, driving ranges, indoor and outdoor facilities operated by a licensed pari-mutuel permitholder, adult arcade amusement centers operated by a licensed permitholder, game promotions or sweepstakes utilizing electronic equipment, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, drawings by chance conducted in connection with the sale of a consumer product or service utilizing electronic equipment, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, and similar uses. 

(5) Fruit, vegetable, poultry or fish markets.

(6) All types of professional and business offices.

(7) Reserved.

(8) Small scale operations including wholesaling, warehousing, storage, distributorship business where the total operation does not require more than 10,000 square feet of floor space, no vehicle is used in excess of one and one-half ton capacity, all merchandise is stored within an enclosed building and no heavy machinery or manufacturing is located on the premises. 

(9) Hotels and motels.

(10) Day care centers and care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(11) Hospital, nursing homes, assisted living facilities, group care homes, housing for the elderly or orphans and similar uses. 

(12) Boatyards.

(13) Racetracks for animals or vehicles.

(14) Adult entertainment.

(15) Light manufacturing, processing (including food processing but not slaughterhouse), packaging or fabricating. 

(16) Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(17) Retail outlets for sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage, jewelry, cameras, sporting goods, home furnishing and appliances, furniture and similar uses. 

(18) Recycling collection points meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(19) Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(20) Private clubs.

(21) Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

(22) Personal property storage establishments meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(23) Vocational, trade and business schools.

(24) Banks, including drive-thru tellers.

(25) Dancing entertainment establishments not serving alcohol. This provision shall not supersede any other approvals or requirements for such use found elsewhere in this Chapter or elsewhere in the Ordinance Code. 

(26) A restaurant which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption. 

(27) An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for off-premises consumption. 

(28) The processing of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Processing Facility, pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 
(29) The dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Dispensing Facility, pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Permitted uses and structures. 

(1) Wholesaling, warehousing, storage or distribution establishments (but not concrete batch mixing plants) and similar uses. 

(2) Light manufacturing, processing (including food processing but not slaughterhouse), packaging or fabricating. 

(3) Printing, publishing or similar establishments.

(4) Business and professional offices.

(5) Service establishments catering to commerce and industry, including linen supply, laundry and dry cleaning plants, freight movers, communications services, business machine services, hiring and union halls, employment agencies, sign companies. 

(6) Restaurants, (regulated by DBPR - Division of Hotels and Restaurants) including retail sale and service of beer and wine for consumption on premises 

(7) Automobile service stations, major repair garages, mobile car detailing, auto laundry, and automated car wash meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(8) Vocational, technical, trade or industrial schools and similar uses.

(9) Medical clinics.

(10) Freight, bus, trucking, shipping or other transportation terminals, commercial parking lots and garages, truck stops, express offices and terminal facilities and telephone exchanges, repair or installation facilities and similar uses. 

(11) Radio or television broadcasting offices, studios, transmitters, telephone and cellular telephone towers. 

(12) Scrap processing, indoor, clean activity, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(13) Bulk storage yards, (but not concrete batch mixing plants) including bulk storage of flammable liquids and acids if storage not within a completely enclosed building or structure is visually screened by a six-foot fence or wall not less than 95 percent opaque. 

(14) Building trades contractors with outside storage yards and heavy construction equipment if storage, including heavy construction machinery, not within a completely enclosed building or structure, is visually screened by a six-foot fence or wall not less than 95 percent opaque. 

(15) Outdoor storage yards and lots including auto storage yards (but not scrap processing yards or concrete batch mixing plants) if storage is completely enclosed by a six-foot fence or wall not less than 95 percent opaque. 

(16) Retail outlets in conjunction with wholesaling establishments if the area designated for retail sales does not exceed ten percent of the gross floor area of the building of which it is a part. 

(17) Banks, including drive-thru tellers.

(18) Recycling facilities meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(19) Retail sales of heavy machinery, farm equipment and building materials including outside display. 

(20) Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(21) Veterinarians, animal boarding, and dog parks meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.
(22) The cultivation of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Cultivation Facility, pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(a)
Permitted uses and structures. 

(1) Agricultural, horticultural and forestry uses, including the keeping and raising of farm animals and poultry, if structures for animals and poultry are not located within 25 feet of a property line and if goats, sheep or swine are not kept or permitted within 200 feet of a property line. 

(2) Dude ranches, riding academies, or boarding stables, if structures for the housing of animals are not located within 100 feet of a property line, private camps, country clubs, golf courses, parks, camping grounds and recreational areas and travel trailer parks. 

(3) Game preserves, wildlife management areas, fish hatcheries and refuges.

(4) Bird sanctuaries meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(5) Watersheds, water reservoirs, control structures and wells.

(6) Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 

(7) Roadside stands only for the sale of agricultural products grown on the premises.

(8) Barns, greenhouses, stables and other uses customarily accessory to agricultural, horticultural or forestry activities. 

(9) Land application of grade I domestic sludge when applied utilizing a splash pan or equivalent device approved by the Director of the Duval County Health Department, and when applied pursuant to the requirements of F.A.C. 17-7.540(4), as may be amended or renumbered from time to time, is considered to be a normal accessory use in conjunction with a permitted farming operation subject to no more than six dry tons being applied per acre per year. 

(10) Land application of grade II domestic sludge and mixtures of grade I and grade II domestic sludge, when applied utilizing a splash pan or equivalent device approved by the Director of the Duval County Health Department is considered to be a normal accessory use in conjunction with a permitted farming operation. Application rates shall be those specified in the permit required under Section 474.103. 

(11) Animal hospitals, veterinary clinics, animal boarding places and dog kennels located on an individual and separate lot, provided all yards, area, frontage and other requirements of the Zoning Code are met for each structure within the zoning district of which it is a part, and fur farms, provided that no structures for the housing of animals shall be located within 200 feet of a property line unless in a soundproof building. 

(12) Marinas meeting the siting criteria of the Conservation/Coastal Management Element.

(13) Cemeteries and mausoleums.

(14) Single-family dwellings or mobile homes as follows:

(i)
One dwelling unit (d.u.) per 100 acres of land for lots of record of 640 acres (section) or more in size. 

(ii)
One dwelling unit (d.u.) per 40 acres of land area for lots of record of 160 acres (one-quarter section) up to but not including 640 acres (section) in size. 

(iii)
One dwelling unit (d.u.) per ten acres of land area for lots of record of 40 acres and up to but not exceeding 160 acres. 

(iv)
One dwelling unit (d.u.) per two and one-half acres of land for lots of record up to but not including 40 acres. 

(v)
Family homestead partitions for construction of single-family dwellings or mobile home(s), shall be permitted on a conforming lot for occupation by immediate family member(s). 

(15) Home occupation meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. 
(16) The cultivation of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal use by a State authorized Cultivation Facility pursuant to 381.496, F.S., and Ch. 64-4, F.A.C., and meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Cultivation, Processing, and Dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis.

(a) Within IL Zoning Districts, all cultivation shall occur wholly within the principal structure, which shall be a commercial warehouse and inside a designated area with no windows or glass doorways, 
of which a Low-THC Cannabis Facility is located.

(b) Within CCG-1, CCG-2, IL, and IBP Zoning Districts, all processing and/or dispensing shall occur wholly within the principal structure of which a Low-THC Cannabis Facility is located.

(c) Before operations begin, the Dispensing Organization shall obtain the appropriate approval from the Florida Department of Health, in accordance with Chapter 64-4, F.A.C. and shall provide proof of approval to the Department.
(d) There shall be a limit of only one Dispensing Facility within each Planning District.
(e) No Dispensing Facility shall be within 1 mile of any other Dispensing Facility, as determined by the Department. At the request of the Department, the applicant shall provide proof of such distance at the applicant’s sole cost and expense.
(f) The Dispensing Facility shall provide sufficient space within the structure for customers to queue. At no time shall customers, caregivers, or other visitors to the Dispensing Facility wait outside of the structure.

(g) All Dispensing Facilities and Processing Facilities shall be required to provide off-street parking  spaces in accordance with the requirements for Research Laboratories, as found in Sec. 656.604(e)(2), Ordinance Code.

(h) No Low-THC Cannabis Facility shall create excessive traffic, noise, lights, vibration, fumes, odors, dust, physical activities or other detrimental effects or nuisances to surrounding properties.

(i) The Low-THC Cannabis Facility shall operate at all times in compliance with all City, state permits, laws, ordinances, and rules and regulations, including but not limited to Section 381.986, F.S. and Chapter 64-4. F.A.C.
(j) Unless it meets the Definitions provided in this Chapter, the cultivation and/or dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis for medicinal purposes is not permitted in any zoning district in the City.

(k) Nothing herein shall preclude a licensed health care practitioner from prescribing Cannabis to a patient as part of a complementary and alternative health care modality, pursuant to the Florida Health Freedom Law currently codified in Sec. 381.026, Florida Statutes.
Section  7.
Ordinances 2015-436-E and 2015-485-E Repealed. Ordinance 2015-436-E and Ordinance 2015-485-E, establishing temporary moratoriums on the issuance of any development order for, or the allowance of, the cultivation, processing, or dispensing of Low-THC Cannabis are hereby repealed in their entirety.
