Section 2.

Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reconfirm the action and amendment that took place September 21, 2015 in conjunction with the budget deliberation in Ordinance 2015-504-E to provide funding from the Drainage System Rehab in the amount of $330,779.00 to restore the salaries for the Safety Officers in the Fire Rescue Department.
