A RESOLUTION DECLARING NOVEMBER 13, 2015 AS “WORLD PANCREATIC CANCER DAY” IN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Jacksonville has always been exceedingly fortunate in having first-rate hospitals, health facilities and medical professionals to visit, be examined, treat and heal citizens who have  health issues; and

WHEREAS,
key to healthy families and communities are an awareness and education on life-style choices or substances that could be harmful to our health; and

WHEREAS,
in 2015, an estimated 48,000 people will be diagnosed with pancreatic cancer in the United States and 40,500 will die from the disease; and
WHEREAS,
pancreatic cancer is one of the deadliest cancers, is currently the fourth leading cause of cancer death in the United States and is projected to become the second leading cause by 2020; and
WHEREAS,
pancreatic cancer is the only major cancer with a five-year relative survival rate in the single digits at just seven percent; and
WHEREAS,
when symptoms of pancreatic cancer present themselves, it is generally late stage, and 73 percent of pancreatic cancer patients die within the first year of their diagnosis while 93 percent of pancreatic cancer patients die within the first five years; and

WHEREAS,
the good health and well-being of the residents of Jacksonville and Duval County are enhanced as a direct result of increased awareness about pancreatic cancer and research into early detection, causes, and effective treatments; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby designate November 13, 2015 as “World Pancreatic Cancer Day” in Jacksonville and Duval County and urges all citizens to become fully aware of the symptoms of pancreatic cancer to protect our families and loved ones.





Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
