AN ORDINANCE appropriating $278,000 from THE HANDICAPPED PARKING FINES AND FORFEITS TRUST Fund to the Disabled Services DIVISION OF THE department OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES to IMPROVE ACCESSIBILITY, AWARENESS, AND QUALITY OF LIFE FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES IN DUVAL COUNTY, as initiated by b.t. 16-010; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; requiring a report to the council auditors; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.

section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2016-2017.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to improve accessibility, awareness, and quality of life for people with disabilities in Duval County. The funds enable the City to provide durable medical equipment and services, emergency assistance, the Disabled Parking Enforcement Program, and sponsorship of various community activities to the disabled community, and to fulfill the Department of Justice Settlement Agreement.

Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Report required.
The Disabled Services Division of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services is hereby required to file a report with the Council Auditors in October of 2015 and March of 2016 on the status of the funds appropriated in Section 1.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
