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ORDINANCE 2015-803
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A $425,000 GRANT FROM THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE, OFFICE ON VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN, FOR THE GRANT PERIOD OCTOBER 1, 2015, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2018, TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR EDUCATION, TRAINING, AND ENHANCED SERVICES TO END VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN WITH DISABILITIES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-012; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2016-2017 AND FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES THROUGH ITS SOCIAL SERVICES DIVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2016-2017 and fiscal year 2017-2018.


Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for education, training, and enhanced services to end violence against women with disabilities. The grant seeks to: create sustainable change within and between organizations that results in accessible, safe, and effective services for deaf individuals and individuals with disabilities who are victims of violence and abuse; identify needs within the grantee organization and/or service area; and, develop a plan to address those identified needs that build a strong foundation for future work. The grant term is from October 1, 2015, through September 30, 2018.  A copy of the grant award letter from the Department of Justice, Office on Violence Against Women is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight Department.
The Social Services Division of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
