1. CIVIL SERVICE BOARD APPOINTMENT

Recommendation

That the School Board of Duval County, Florida, reappoint Ms. B. J. Laster as its

representative on the Civil Service Board, for a second full term of July 1, 2015, through
June 30, 2018.

Description

Article 17 of the City Charter grants the School Board of Duval County, Florida, the authority
to appoint one member to the Civil Service Board. The term of the appointment is three
years, with a two term limit. If approved, this will be Ms. Laster's second full term.

The appointment must be approved by the School Board, and then confirmed by the City

Council. After the Board's approval, legislation will be prepared and filed for the City
Council's confirmation of this appointment.
