LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2015-834:
(1) On page 2, lines 26 and 27, strike “For lots fronting on a navigable waterway, except for the Riviera Plat, Figure C, Location 20” insert “For the following lots”;
(2) On page 2, line 30, strike “Code; and” and insert “Code: 
1. San Marco, for Lots 1 through 5 of Block 1, and Lots 1 through 18 of Block 2; and

2. Better Homes First Addition to San Marco Replat Block 100, for Lots 1 through 16;”;

(3) On page 3, line 29½, insert “(ii) The rear yard set shall be 25 feet from the inland side of the bulkhead.

(iii)  The minimum setback for rear yard accessory structures from the inland side of the bulkhead shall be 5 feet, and 5 feet from adjacent lots.”; and
(4) On page 3, line 30, strike “(ii)” and insert (iv)”;
(5) On page 3, line 31, strike “6 feet in height,” and insert “4 feet in height; and

(6) On page 4, strike lines 1 and 2 in their entirety; 

(7) On page 4, lines 8 and 9, strike “structures are set back from adjacent lots” and insert “structures are set back from the inland side of the bulkhead and the adjacent lots”;
(8) On page 4, line 10, strike “(iii) and insert “(v)”;
(9) On page 4, line 12, strike “One structure per lot for use” and insert “Only one rear yard accessory structure is allowed per lot by administrative deviation.  Such structures may be permitted for uses such”;

(10) On page 4 line 14, after “playhouse” strike “with the following limitations” and insert “and only provided that all of the following limitations,”;

(11) On page 4, lines 16 through 18, strike “Ordinance Code:    i. Structure not to exceed 150 square feet” and insert “Ordinance Code, are satisfied: i. Structure, including roof overhang, not to exceed 150 square feet in area”;
(12) On page 4, lines 20 through 22, after “either the” strike “finished floor elevation required to meet flood elevation requirements, or” and insert “undisturbed existing grade at the accessory structure, or one foot above”;

(13) On page 4, line 23½, insert “(ii) Structure shall be set back a minimum of 5 feet from the inland side of the bulkhead and the adjacent lots;

(14) On page 4, line 24, strike “and”;

(15) On page 4, line 25, strike “(ii)” and insert “(iii)”;

(16) On page 4, line 27, strike “BRL” and insert “rear yard setback”; 
(17) On page 4, line 31, strike ”.” And insert “;”

(18) On page 5, line 1, strike “iii. Landscape screening shall be reviewed since” and insert “iv. Since”;

(19) On page 5, line 3, after “parcels” insert “, adequate landscape screening shall be provided to screen the structure.”

(20) On page 5, line 4, strike “(iv)” and insert “(vi)”;

(21) On page 5, line 7, strike “(v) Except as provided in (iii)” and insert “(vii) Except as provided in (iv)”;

(22) On page 5, strike lines 14 through 17 in their entirety and insert “a. Fences within 25 feet of the inland side of the bulkhead shall not exceed 4 feet in height;

b. Fences between 25 feet to 50 feet from the inland side of the bulkhead shall not exceed 6 feet in height and any portion of the fence over 4 feet in height shall have a maximum opacity of 30%; and”

(23) On page 5, line 18, strike “b.” and insert “c.”;
(24) On page 5, strike lines 26 through 30 in their entirety and insert “a. Only one rear yard accessory structure per lot is allowed by administrative deviation. Such structure may be permitted for uses such as a summer kitchen, cabana, non-commercial greenhouse, storage shed or playhouse, and only provided that all of the following limitations, in addition to the limitations in Sec. 656.399.8, Ordinance Code, are satisfied:”

(25) On page 6, lines 1 and 2, strike “Structure not to exceed 150 square feet, including roof overhang;” insert “Structure, including roof overhang, not to exceed 150 square feet in area;”
(26) On page 6, line 6, strike “finished floor elevation required to  meet flood elevation requirements, or” and insert “undisturbed existing grade of the accessory structure, or one foot above”;

(27) On page 6, lines 10 and 11, strike “from the bulkhead a minimum of 25 feet” and insert “from the inland side of the bulkhead a minimum of 25 feet and from the adjacent lots a minimum of 5 feet”;

(28) On page 6, line 19, strike “Landscape screening shall be reviewed since” and insert “Since”;

(29) On page 6, line 21, after “parcels” insert “, adequate landscape screening shall be provided to screen the structure.”;

(30) On page 7, line 1, after “Fences” insert “, as measured in height from the undisturbed existing grade at the fence, the maximum allowable height is as follows:”;
(31) On page 7, line 1½, insert “i. Within 40 feet of the inland side of the bulkhead – 4 feet;”;

(32) On page 7, line 2, strike “i. Within 100 feet of the river – not to exceed 6 feet in height as measured from existing undisturbed grade” and insert “ii. Between 40 to 100 feet of the inland side of the bulkhead – 6 feet”;

(33) On page 7, line 8, strike “ii.” and insert “iii.”;
(34) On page 7, line 15, after “are set back from” insert “the inland side of the bulkhead and from the”;

(35) On page 7, line 18, strike “, other than a fence,”;

(36) On page 7, strike lines 23 through 28 in their entirety and insert “In the lower level of the rear yard, only one rear yard accessory structure is allowed per lot by administrative deviation. Such structure may be permitted for uses such as a summer kitchen, cabana, non-commercial greenhouse, storage shed or playhouse, and only provided that all of the following limitations, in addition to the limitations in Sec. 656.399.8, Ordinance Code, are satisfied:”;

(37) On page 8, strike lines 1 and 2, and insert “Structure set back from the inland side of the bulkhead a minimum of 40 feet, and from the adjacent lots a minimum of 5 feet;”;

(38) On page 8, line 5, after “of either the” insert “undisturbed existing grade of the subject property’s riverward BRL, or one foot above” and strike “finished floor elevation required to meet flood elevation requirements, or”;
(39) On page 8, line 10, strike “iv. Roof material and design as well as landscape screening shall be reviewed since” and insert “iv. Since”;

(40) On page 8, line 13, after “parcels” insert “, architecturally compatible roof material and design as well as landscape screening shall be provided”;

(41) On page 8, strike lines 16 through 20 in their entirety, and insert “b. In the upper level of the rear yard, only one rear yard accessory structure per lot is allowed by administrative deviation. Such structure may be permitted for uses such as a summer kitchen, cabana, non-commercial greenhouse, storage shed or playhouse, and only provided that all of the following limitations, in addition to the limitations in Sec. 656.399.8, Ordinance Code, are satisfied:”
(42) On page 8, line 26, after “river” insert “, and a minimum of 5 feet from adjacent lots”;
(43) On page 8, lines 30 and 31, strike “finished floor elevation required to meet flood elevation requirements, or the” and insert “undisturbed existing grade of the subject property’s riverward BRL, or one foot above the”;

(44) On page 9, lines 5 and 6, strike “, or the adjacent BRL, if no house exists,”;
(45) On page 9, line 9, after “such house” insert “, or 5 feet above the adjacent riverward BRL if no house exists”;

(46) On page 10, lines 7 and 8, strike “finished floor elevation required to meet flood elevation requirements, or” and insert “undisturbed existing grade at the perimeter of the building pad, or one foot above”;

(47) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
