Bill Summary: The bill transfers $169,801.50 within the Metropolitan Park maintenance fund from revenue lines to expenditure lines to provide funding for the park’s annual operating costs. The bill designates the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department as the oversight agency for the expenditures.
Background Information: The transfer will provide funding for utility expenses, credit card fees, electrical repairs, hand rail replacements along the waterfront, purchase of utility carts, vehicle repairs, sidewalk and pavilion repairs, and repair and maintenance supplies and materials. The Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund receives revenue from event admissions fees, facility rentals and interest earnings which is used to pay for maintenance and repairs of the park’s facilities.
Policy Impact Area: Recreational facility maintenance and repairs
Fiscal Impact: The bill transfers $169,801.50 within the Metropolitan Park maintenance fund from revenue lines to expenditure lines.
