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ORDINANCE 2015-841
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE 2016 ONE SPARK FESTIVAL (“FESTIVAL”) ESTABLISHING A FESTIVAL OVERLAY ZONE; ESTABLISHING A FESTIVAL ACTIVITY PERIOD; ALLOWING CERTAIN ADDITIONAL USES IN A PORTION OF THE DOWNTOWN OVERLAY ZONE DURING THE FESTIVAL ACTIVITY PERIOD; Notwithstanding any state statute to the contrary, including but not limited to §316.1936(2)(a) and (2)(b), Florida Statutes, WAIVING Chapter 368 (Noise Control), Environmental Protection Board Rule 4 (Noise Pollution Control) and Section 154.108 (Consumption on vendor's premises), Ordinance Code, to allow for outdoor musical entertainment and to allow open containers in the designated zone; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville will be hosting the 2016 One Spark Festival to be held April 7-10, 2016 (the “Festival”); and


WHEREAS, this event will attract many visitors to the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has established a Downtown Overlay Zone and Downtown District Regulations in Subpart H of Part 3 of Chapter 656, Ordinance Code, which set forth permitted uses within the various districts in the Downtown Overlay Zone; and


WHEREAS, given the magnitude of the Festival, it will be necessary and desirable to allow certain uses in districts in the Downtown Overlay Zone in which they might not otherwise be permitted; and


WHEREAS, certain signs, including sponsorship signs, may be appropriate during the limited time period to which this ordinance applies which would not be appropriate on a permanent basis or in areas outside the Downtown Sign Overlay Zone, including sponsorship signs; and 


WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to regulate the area which will be the focus of the Festival to preserve the public health, safety and welfare of all citizens, visitors and participants, as well as the aesthetic qualities of the area; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Area of Applicability.  This ordinance shall apply only to the Festival Overlay Zone, as defined below, which shall consist of the area set forth in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  

Section 2.

Period of Applicability.  This ordinance shall apply to uses and activities within the Festival Overlay Zone during the period from 12:01 a.m. on April 7, 2016 through 02:00 a.m. on April 10, 2016.  The time period so described is designated as the Festival Activity Period.  Upon expiration of the Festival Activity Period, this ordinance and the waivers herein shall cease and be null and void.

Section 3.

Festival Overlay Zone.


(a)
For purposes of this ordinance and during the Festival Activity Period only, there is hereby created a Festival Overlay Zone, which is depicted in Exhibit 1 attached, and which shall consist of the following areas:
(1)  All land within the boundaries Beginning at the intersection of the westerly right-of-way line of Main St. and the St. Johns River; thence in a northwesterly direction along the waters of the St. Johns River and along the south line of the South Bank Riverwalk, to the intersection with the southerly projection of the westerly right-of-way line of Hogan St.; Thence run northeasterly along the said westerly right-of-way line of Hogan St. and a northerly projection thereof, to the intersection with the westerly projection of the back of the northerly valley curb of Duval St.; Thence run southeasterly along said projection and northerly back of the northerly valley curb line and the easterly projection thereof to the westerly right-of-way line of Laura St.; Thence run southwesterly, along a southerly projection of said westerly right-of-way line to the centerline of said Duval St.; Thence run southeasterly along said centerline to the intersection with the northeasterly projection of the easterly line of lot 5, Block 24 of Harts Map of Jacksonville; Thence run southwesterly, along said projection and said easterly line of lot 5 and along the easterly line of lot 2, Block 24 of said Harts Mao of Jacksonville to the centerline of Monroe St.; Thence run northwesterly along last said centerline, to its intersection with the westerly right-of-way line of said Main St.; Thence run southwesterly along said westerly right-of way line of Main St. to the southerly right-of-way line of Adams St.; Thence run southeasterly along the said southerly right-of-way line of Adams St. to the westerly right-of-way line of Ocean St.; Thence run southwesterly along said westerly right-of-way line of said Ocean St. to the northerly right-of-way line of Forsyth St.; Thence run northwesterly along said northerly right-of-way line of said Forsyth St. to the westerly right-of-way line of said Main St.; Thence run southwesterly, along said westerly right-of-way line of said Main St. to the intersection with the waters of the St. Johns River and the southerly line of the South Bank Riverwalk and the Point of Beginning.
Section 4. 
Waiver of Chapter 368 (Noise Control), Environmental Protection Board Rule 4 (Noise Pollution Control) and Section 154.108 (Consumption on vendor's premises), Ordinance Code. Notwithstanding any State Statute to the contrary, including but not limited to §316.1936(2)(a) and (2)(b), Florida Statutes, Chapter 368 (Noise Control), Environmental Protection Rule 4 (Noise Pollution Control), and Section 154.108 (Consumption on vendor's premises), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived as follows to allow for outdoor musical entertainment and to allow open containers in the designated Festival Overlay Zone as follows:


(a)
During the Festival Activity Period only, in the Festival Overlay Zone:



(1)
the provisions of Chapter 368, Noise Control, and Environmental Protection Board Rule 4, Noise Pollution Control, shall not apply to any outdoor musical entertainment between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 1:30 a.m. April 7 – 10;



(2)
the open container restrictions on alcoholic beverages contained in Section 154.108 are hereby waived for the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 a.m., for April 7–10. 

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
