WHEREAS, Duval County Land Trust No. 073305-0100, the owner of approximately 7.42+ acres located in Council District 7, at 601 Adams Street East between Catherine Street and Palmetto Street (R. E. No. 073305-0100) as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, dated October 16, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that portion of the Subject Property that is not encumbered by the Grant of Easement dated March 12, 2003 and recorded in the current public records of Duval County in Book 10965, page 631, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 from Commercial, Residential and Office (CRO) District to Commercial Central Business District (CCBD) and the portion of the Subject Property that is encumbered by the Easement described in Exhibit 3 from Commercial Residential Office (CRO) to Recreation Open Space (ROS) MERGEFIELD ProposedZone ; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above recommendations and all other evidence entered into the record and testimony taken at the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning:  (1) is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial, Residential and Office (CRO) District to Commercial Central Business District (CCBD) and the portion of the Subject Property that is encumbered by the Easement described in Exhibit 3 from Commercial Residential Office (CRO) to Recreation Open Space (ROS), as defined and classified under the Zoning Code, City of Jacksonville, Florida.


Section 2.

Owner and Description.  The portion of the Subject Property that is not encumbered by the Grant of Easement dated March 12, 2003 and recorded in the current public records of Duval County in Book 10965, page 631, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 is owned by Duval County Land Trust No. 073305-0100 and is described in Exhibit 1. All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
